Students are chosen for
their energy, enthusiasm, love for the faith,
commitment to spiritual growth, ability to work
with a team, and desire to work with youth.

Each Totus Tuus team consists of four college
students, two men and two women, and are
invited to a different parish every week for six
weeks, where they conduct a week-long "parish
mission,” catechizing and inspiring the parish’s
