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SBSS uses positive behavior support 

Positive behavior support means changing things to help a person feel better
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Positive behaviour support also means fewer or no restrictive practices

Restrictive practices are things that stop people from doing what they want

[image: ]Only people who are registered are allowed to give positive behaviour support

		Registered means checked and approved
· All SBSS practitioners are registered to give positive behaviour support
· A practitioner is a worker who provides positive behaviour support

		Assessment
· An assessment is a report about the person, their needs, and their behaviour

Behaviour Support Plan

SBSS are paid for services by the National Disability Insurance Scheme, also called the NDIS
· [image: ]The NDIS provides funding to support people who have a disability
		The NDIS pays 
· $214.41 per hour for positive behaviour support
· $193.99 per hour for a behaviour support plan and teaching
