Update from meeting and next steps:
	AM and POC met with the General Manager of Asda earlier today and it was a constructive meeting.
The manager shared his frustrations along with those of his staff of the anti-social behaviour that is taking place more and more frequently at night time in their car park. Staff as Asda are advised not to go into the car park and interact with those there, for their own safety.

Feedback was provided from the local community on the impact this is having on the lives of residents and the apparent inaction. 

Following lengthy discussions, it was highlighted that the only apparent deterrent to at least reduce the problem, would be the installation of gates to prevent access outside of store opening hours.

While the store management will be putting forward the case to their head office, they have requested direct feedback from local residents to support their request.
