This lesson will introduce you to thread painting on a picture
block wall hanging. ,

Sewing machine, cord and foot pedal.

80 or 90 sewing needle (what works best for your machine)
All the Thread to match the colors in your panel

Black thread for outlining

Bobbin thread to match the backing fabric
