WELCOME

On behalf of all the staff and the committee we would like to welcome you to Pawlett Preschool. This welcome pack is an introduction to the Preschool and is a reference guide to where information can be found regarding life here.   

OUR OBJECTIVES

Our aim is to provide high quality care and education in a safe, exciting, stimulating and carefully structured environment.  We work in partnership with parents to help the children learn and develop.  The staff provide planned activities alongside the free-play activities on a daily basis.  All activities are planned in accordance with the EYFS (Early Years Foundation Stage), as recommended by the early year’s guidelines.
OUR PRESCHOOL
Here at Pawlett Preschool we are open five days a week during term time. Our morning sessions start at 9.00am and finish at 12.00pm. We also run a lunch club and afternoon session, where the children can bring in a packed lunch and stay until 1.00pm or 3.00pm.  Below is an approximate timetable 
showing how the day is structured. This is very flexible and should only be used as a guide.

9.00 – 10.00

Welcome and Free Play

Children self-register and choose an activity from those available or choose their own, and also have the option to take part in individual/group adult-led activities
10.00 – 10.30 
Snack time 
Children help to tidy up to ‘tidy up music’ before they wash hands, help themselves to snack and pour own drinks

10.30 – 10.45
Circle time 
Group activities to include register board ‘who is here today?’, weather board, feelings board, number/letters and sounds activities, songs and stories.  
10.45 – 12.00
Outdoor/Physical Play

Outdoor free play activities. If weather is very bad we have indoor physical activities e.g. dance, music and movement and small equipment
12.00 – 1.00

Lunch Club 

Children wash hands, eat own packed lunches, then go to quiet      corner to look at books and listen to story CDs
1.00 – 2.00

Free Play and Adult-Led Activities

As before 
2.00 – 2.45

Tidy Up and Outdoor-Physical Play

As before

2.45 – 3.00

Home Time



Including show and tell, songs, rhymes, stories, and goodbye song

THE EARLY YEARS FOUNDATION STAGE (EYFS)
The EYFS is part of the governments ‘Every Child Matters’ agenda, in which the main aim is to improve outcomes for all children. 
Every child deserves the best possible start in life and the support that enables them to fulfil their potential; a secure, safe and happy childhood is important in its own right. Good parenting and high quality early learning through play, together provide the foundation children need to make the most of their abilities and talents as they grow up.
There are seven areas of learning and development that are used to plan your child’s learning and activities at Pawlett Preschool, while at the same time ensuring we follow your child's own unique needs and interests. All areas of learning and development are important and inter-connected. 
Three areas are particularly crucial for igniting children’s curiosity and enthusiasm for learning, and for building their capacity to learn, form relationships and thrive. These three areas, the prime areas, are:  
• communication and language 

• physical development 

• personal, social and emotional development
As children grow, the prime areas will help them to develop skills in four specific areas. These are:  

• literacy
• mathematics 

• understanding the world 

• expressive arts and design

In planning and guiding children’s activities, our staff reflect on the different ways that children learn and reflect these in their practice. These are known as the Characteristics of Effective learning: 
• playing and exploring - children investigate and experience things, and ‘have a go’ 
• active learning - children concentrate and keep on trying if they encounter difficulties, and enjoy achievements 
• creating and thinking critically - children have and develop their own ideas, make links between ideas, and develop strategies for doing things. 
KEY WORKER SYSTEM

Our Preschool has a key worker system.  This means that each child will have a key worker assigned to look after their particular needs and interests throughout their time at Preschool and will regularly update their Online Learning Journals using Tapestry. Your child’s key worker will be there to provide parents with knowledge of their child’s development and answer any questions that may arise.

We take pride in ensuring that we have a qualified and dedicated team of staff who enjoy their roles. We have three permanent members of staff:

Our staff also attend regular training workshops to keep their training and development up to date within the current regulations.
COMMITTEE 

Pawlett Preschool is a charitable organisation run by an elected committee made up of parents/carers and local residents with an interest in the Preschool.  Should you wish to join our committee and play a more active role in your child’s Preschool education, please speak to a committee member or member of staff. 
ADMISSION
Our Preschool is very committed to providing a fair and open admission system that offers a competitively priced and good value service.  We aim to make Pawlett Preschool accessible to children and families from all sections of the local community.  Please refer to our policies and procedures manual for full details.
SETTLING IN 
The earliest a child can be admitted is 2 years old.  You will be invited to come along to our Preschool for a visit, where you and your child have the chance to look around our setting and join in with activities and play. This is the perfect chance to meet the staff, along with the other children, and see for yourself how the Preschool is run. This also gives you the opportunity to ask any questions you may have.

To ensure your child has a happy time with us, we support individual settling in periods, so that each and every child is settled in a way which suits them and their parents.  Some parents feel they would prefer to stay with their child for a short period initially, others prefer to go.  Staff are always there to give advice but the choice is yours.
COLLECTING YOUR CHILD

We ask all parents to make sure that they are prompt in collecting their child.

We do understand that, due to unforeseen circumstances, there may be times when you cannot get to pick your child up on time. As an emergency system, we will ask parents/carers for a password that will be kept on Preschool premises.  If you cannot pick up your child, you can tell someone else your password and then they can pick up your child for you.  In this instance please contact the Preschool to make sure they are aware of the arrangements you have made.

WHAT TO BRING TO PRESCHOOL
Pawlett Preschool provides protective clothing for the children when they play with messy activities, but there are still a few items you need to supply.

It would be helpful if you could bring each day:
· A spare change of clothes (or two or three!),
· For cold weather - hat, gloves, coat and wellies,
· For hot weather - sun hat and sun cream (labelled and kept in your child’s drawer),
· Spare nappies, wipes and nappy sacks if needed,
· A bottle of water or juice, which will be available to your child at all times,
· A packet of tissues (labelled and kept in your child’s drawer),
· If your child is bringing in a packed lunch please ensure an ice-pack is placed inside during the warmer months as we have no refrigeration facilities.
   Personal items must be labelled with your child’s name.
FEES
Here at Pawlett Preschool payment of fees should be made every half term. Invoices are given out to every parent at the beginning of each term.  Payment should be handed to Natalie Scott or Alisha Barnes. We also accept childcare vouchers and Tax-Free childcare. Our session fees are:

We provide the children with a healthy snack every morning, which we charge £1 per day for, this is a discretionary charge. We add this onto your invoice for the half term. 

EARLY YEARS ENTITLEMENT 
Our Preschool welcomes parents who wish to use their Early Years Entitlement with us.  At present all three and four year olds receive universal funding from the term after their third birthday. Funding is payable for any number of weeks up to the maximum number of hours within a funding period. The maximum number of hours each funding period is advised at the beginning of each term, which equates to 15 hours per week from April 2007. The government are now introducing up to 30 hours per week childcare funding for working families, from 2 years old – starting September 2025. This can be applied for online via www.childcarechoices.gov.uk. 
The Preschool is also able to accept children who qualify for two year old funding (supported families). This is based on individual circumstances and dependent on receipt of certain benefits. Two year funding application forms are available at the Preschool or online. 
If you use more than the allotted funded hours, then the excess hours must be paid for at the current Preschool fee.

If your child does not attend Preschool due to sickness or holidays your child’s fees must still be paid and the Preschool informed.
The Preschool will require four weeks notice of any intention to terminate your child’s place.

SICKNESS
Please let the Preschool know straight away if your child is ill, so we can take appropriate steps and make other parents aware of any symptoms to watch for.  If your child is unwell, we ask that he/she remains at home.  In the case of vomiting or diarrhoea, we ask that a period of forty-eight hours has passed since the last attack before returning to Preschool.  A full list of illnesses and exclusion times can be found in the policies and procedures manual.  
POLICIES AND PROCEDURES

Here at Pawlett Preschool we have several policies in place.  All the policies can be found in the foyer at the Preschool and will be available for you to read during your child’s settling in session. If you wish to borrow the file please speak to a member of staff.  These help us to make sure that the service provided by the Preschool is a high quality one, which provides an enjoyable and beneficial experience for each child and his/her parents.

We do advise you to read these policies before signing the registration form, to avoid any discrepancies. Your signature on the admissions form will imply to us that you have read, understood and agree to abide by our policies and procedures.

TAPESTRY ONLINE LEARNING JOURNALS 
At Pawlett Preschool we use Tapestry Online learning Journals to record your child’s learning and activities they have enjoyed. 

Your child’s learning journey contains observations we make and photos we take throughout the year, gradually building up a picture of your child's learning. Having this learning journey online provides an excellent opportunity for us to share information about your child's learning and achievements with you, and for you to share their achievements and interests at home with us. 

Using a piece of educational software called ‘Tapestry’ every child at Pawlett Preschool will have their own individual learning journal. By logging on with a secure username and password you will be able to access your child’s journal. Parents are only able to view their own child’s journal and all information is stored on a highly secure server.

Tapestry allows you, as your child’s primary educator, to add observations and photographs of your own as well as share your comments. We love to hear about their learning, progress and achievements outside of the setting, which we can then share at Preschool. 

Because children play in close proximity with their friends it does not reflect a true picture of their time at Pawlett Preschool if photographs are only of a single child. Therefore photographs of your child may appear on their friends learning journals. 
PARTNERSHIP WITH PARENTS
We pride ourselves in working with our parents to achieve high quality care and education for our children. Our tapestry online learning journals help with this, as they allow staff and parents to add their own journal entries and comment on them.

Privacy Notice
Pawlett Preschool is a data controller for the purposes of the new GDPR (General Data Protection Regulations). We collect information from you and may receive information about you from your previous setting, local authority and/or the Department for education (DfE). We must have a lawful basis for collecting this data.

This information is held in the Preschool’s locked filing cabinet on the premises. The data we collect is used to: 

• support your child’s development 

• monitor and report on your child’s progress 

• share information about activities in our setting 

• contact named people in an emergency 

• share with other professionals in accordance with legislation 

• ensure a contract of service is delivered and maintained 

• ensure that this setting receives the statutory funding for which it is     eligible.
We are required by Law to keep this information for a period of time after your child has left the setting (please refer to Data Protection and Retention Policy for more information). After this time all your data will be removed and disposed of securely.

You have the right to access and view any data that we may hold at any time. You also have the right to have any data that we may hold removed as long as it does not affect one of the Legal requirements for us to hold it. To request a copy of any information that we hold please contact:  Natalie Scott or Alisha Barnes – Setting Supervisors 
If you believe that we are collecting data unnecessarily you have the right to place a complaint with the Information Commissioner’s Office (ICO).
