Greetings BBC Faith Family, 

As we step into February, the rhythm of the new year is already upon us. At 

Belden Baptist Church, our focus for 2025 is clear: Building Kingdom       

Families. This month, we continue our journey by exploring what it means to 

lay a firm foundation for families rooted in God’s design. 

In Matthew 7:24-27, Jesus presents a parable about the wise and foolish builders. 

He says, “Everyone then who hears these words of mine and does them will be 

like a wise man who built his house on the rock…” (ESV).
