HOW TO IMPROVE YOUR HEARING

1. Be ready and eager to hear God.

2. Deal with attitudes that prevent hearing God (Luke 8:4-15)

- A Superficial Mind: Am I really serious about wanting to hear God speak out of His Word?
- A Preoccupied Mind: Am | too busy and concerned with other things to concentrate on what God
has to say out of His Word?

HOW TO SPEND TIME WITH GOD

DEFINITION: Time with God is a daily time | set aside to be alone with God to get to know Him through the
Bible and prayer.

THE IMPORTANCE OF A DAILY QUIET TIME

Your time alone with God should be the top priority in your schedule for five reasons:

1. We were to have fellowship with God.

"So God created man in his own image ..." Gen. 1:27, 2:7, 3.8

"Look! I've been standing at the door and constantly knocking. If anyone ... opens the door, | will come
in and fellowship with him and he with me." Rev. 3:20 (LB)

2. Jesus to make a relationship to God possible.
"God ... has invited you into this wonderful friendship with his Son, Christ our Lord." 1 Cor. 1:9 (LB)

3. Personal time alone with God was Jesus’
Mark 1:35, Luke 22:39, Luke 5:16

"Jesus often withdrew to lonely places and prayed."

4. Every person who has been effective in for God developed this habit.

Abraham, Moses, David, Daniel, Paul, etc.

5. You cannot be a Christian without it!

"Man cannot live on bread alone but on every word that God speaks." Matt. 4:4 (GN)

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THE PURPOSE OF A DAILY QUIET TIME

1. TOGIVE TO GOD

"Give to the Lord the glory due to his name. Worship the Lord in the splendor of his holiness."

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HOW TO BEGIN A DAILY QUIET TIME
1. SELECT A SPECIFIC TIME

The best time to have a quiet time is when | am !

HOW LONG SHOULD A QUIET TIME LAST:

Three Guidelines:

1. CHOOSE A TIME
a.  Start with 15 minutes and let it grow
b.  Don’t watch the clock
c.  Emphasize quality, not quantity

2. CHOOSE A SPECIAL PLACE

"Jesus left the city and went, as he usually did, to the Mount of Olives to pray.” Luke 22:39

"Very early in the morning, while it was still dark, Jesus got up, left the house and went to a
solitary place, where he prayed.” Mark 1:35

3. GATHER THE RESOURCES YOU'RE GOING TO NEED
a. A Bible with readable print
b. A notebook to write down what the Lord speaks to you about and to keep your
prayer list
c.  Worship music

4. BEGINWITH THE RIGHT ATTITUDE
a. REVERANCE - "Be still, and know that | am God. "Psalms 46:10
b. EXPECTANCY - "Open my eyes to see wonderful things in your Word."
Psalms 119:18
c. OBEDIENCE - “The thing you should want most is God’s kingdom and
doing what God want.” Matthew 6:33
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5. FOLLOW A SIMPLE PLAN.

FIFTEEN MINUTES WITH GOD
(A Plan to Get You Started)

1) Relax (1 minute) Be still. Be quiet. Show down. Prepare your heart. Take two or three
deep breaths and wait on God.

2) Read A Verse (4 minutes) See the section on “How to Read God’s Word”

3) Reflect on The Verse (4 minutes) See the section on “How to Meditate on God’s
Word”. See the section on “How to Memorize God’s Word”.

4) Record What God Did (2 minutes) See the section on “How to Apply God’s Word”.
Write out a personal application statement that is practical and measurable.

5) Request (4 minutes) See the section on “The Habit of Prayer”. Conclude your quiet

time by talking to God about what He has shown you and making your requests from
your prayer list.

THE SIX PARTS OF PRAYER

1. PRAISE: 1 BEGIN BY

"Our Father in heaven, hallowed be your name ...
TWO KINDS OF PRAISE:

"ADORATION" - Praising God for who He is
"THANKSGIVING"- Praising God for what He has done.

"Enter into his gates with thanksgiving, and into his courts with praise. Be thankful unto him, and bless
his name. ” Ps. 100:4
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HOW TO PRAISE GOD

1st: As you read your Bible, make a list of God's character qualities that you discover and then review
them when you pray. (See Prayer Guide 1)

Examples:
God is patient Num. 14:18
God is merciful Num. 14:18
God is forgiving Num. 14.18
God knows everything 1 Sam. 2:2
God is loving 1 John 4:8
KEY: is the basis for our boldness in making requests in prayer.

SECOND: Remind yourself and affirm the promises God has made that are contained in the meaning of
his names. (See Prayer Guide 2)

THIRD: Make a list of all that you are thankful for and review them when you pray. (See Prayer Guide
3)

2. PURPOSE: | COMMIT MYSELF

"Your kingdom come, your will be done, on earth as it is in heaven ..."

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HOW TO START AND MAINTAIN GOOD HABITS

STEP ONE:

Have the desire

STEP TWO:

Make the decision
"If you wait for perfect conditions, you will never get anything done." Eccl. 11:4 (LB)

STEP THREE:

"Make vows to the Lord your God and fulfill them." Ps. 76:11

STEP FOUR:

Never allow an exception until the new habit is securely rooted in your life. It takes seven to
twenty-one repetitions to learn something. If you're going to have a quiet time, you've got to do
it for about 21 days before you start getting into the sense of it. If you're going to develop the
habit of tithing, get into a small group, you've got to go on a regular basis.

STEP FIVE:

Whenever you feel the slightest urge or prompting to practice this new habit — Don’t wait! Seize every
opportunity to reinforce your habit. Those feelings will not last, so whenever you feel inclined to perform
your new habit, do so!

STEP SIX:

Get a partner who will support you and encourage you.

"Let us consider and give attentive, continuous care to watching over each other, studying how we may
stir up and stimulate each other to ... helpful deeds and noble activities.” Heb. 1:25 (Amp)

"Two are better off than one, because together they can work more effectively. If one of them falls down,
the other can help him up."

STEP SEVEN:

Rely on God's power to help you establish the habit. Remember, Satan does not want you to develop
habits that help you grow spiritually. He will do all he can to tempt you and cause you to slip or
discourage you.

"For the Spirit of God has given us ... fills us with power, love, and self-control.” 2 Tim. 1:7 (GN)
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"For it is God who is at work within you, giving you the will and the power to achieve his
purpose.” Phil. 2:13 (Ph)
