The winning projects were: #900 “How are Magnets Af-
fected by Temperature?” This was a team effort by two 8th 
grade students from Our Lady of Mount Carmel. They were 
advised by Juanita Pereyra. Sebastian’ comment on the Ab-
stract: “We subject three types of magnets to cold and high 
temperatures, and measure the effect on their magnetic 
fields.” Carlos’ comment on the Abstract: “We are going to 
use 3 different types of magnets and subjecting them to heat 
and cold”. 

Sebastian Manzo and Carlos Figueroa-Valdez, both stu-
dents knew the material very well.  

The next winning project was: #698 “Self-Driving Security 
Vehicle”.  This was also an 8th grade student from Saint 

John School-Encinitas. He was advised by Gena Heins.  

Abstract: This project was formed because of my interest in 
lack of security. I wanted to really find out why crime was in-
creasing and if there is a new way to implement security. 
Through research and testing, the hypothesis was proven cor-
rect. The vehicle design consists of a chassis, servo, electric 
motors, electric battery, sensors, and wireless security camera 
with motion detect. My procedures are: I designed the product 
to see a rough draft on what it should look like. I assembled 
the components of the security vehicle. I tested the product by 
building a course. I observed the self-driving security vehicle to 
see if it successfully navigates the course. I recorded data and 
any observations seen. I make any necessary changes 
needed to the design.  

Nick Fonzo could speak very well and had much knowledge 
about his project. Mr. Larry Olsen pointed out the impact 
that could be utilized in the NDT Field. This was why his 
project was chosen. Nicks comment about the Abstract: “I 
can design and build a miniature self-driving security vehicle 
then it will patrol a designated area with video and audio be-
cause of its ability to drive on its own.”
