His project # 698 is titled; 
“Self-Driving Security Vehi-
cle”.  Nick’s battery-powered 
vehicle used ultrasonic prox-
imity sensors for autonomous 
collision avoidance. His project 
was selected for its relevance 
to autonomous vehicles carry-
ing NDT equipment, for exam-
ple, pipeline visual inspection.  
His vehicle was ingenious.  

Sebastian Manzo and Carlos Figueroa-Valdez, (team project) 
they attend Our Lady of Mount Carmel, 8th Grade, their advisor is 
Juanita Pereyra. Their project # 900 is titled; “How are Magnets 
Affected by 
Changes in Tem-
perature?”  Sebas-
tian and Carlos 
worked together on 
their project. Using 
three different types 
of permanent mag-
nets they demon-
strated that magnetic 
field strength varied 
with temperature 
from high at low tem-
perature to low at high temperature. The project was well planned 
and organized and the results conclusive.  

The Section honored each student with a Certificate of Achieve-
ment, Scholarship Check, and an Engraved San Diego ASNT Pen. 
In addition, the students were each presented with a Journal from
