With
the fall of the Iron Curtain that resulted in severe cutbacks
in the defense and aerospace markets it was time for a
change. In 1991, Mobile Inspection employed Randy at
the San Onofre Nuclear Generating Station to support
their erosion/corrosion program followed by the large
steam turbine project. In 1996, Randy returned to selling
Krautkramer instruments with a greater knowledge of how
to support his customers. Inspection Technologies, Inc.
became the manufacturers’ representative for
Krautkramer in 2001. Randy joined the cast at ITI to com-
plete the show. Last February, Mr. Jones accepted an
offer from GE to cover their portable UT and ET instru-
mentation and applications.

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September Meeting Report

September 03, 2019 the San Diego Section hosted the 1st Sec-
tion Technical Meeting of the 2019 — 2020 year. The meeting
was held at the Seven Seas Lodge, 411 Hotel Circle South, San
Diego, CA with 24 members and guests in attendance.

The speaker for the evening was
Mr. Albert Liang. The topic of his
presentation was “3D Ultrasonic
Imaging of Structures Using
SAFT and Wave Compounding
with Application to Rail Inspec-
tion”. Albert is currently pursuing
his Ph.D. In the Department of
Structural Engineering at University of California San Diego un-
der the guidance of Professor Francesco Lanza di Scalea, who
was also in attendance along with several of his students.

UT imaging is a powerful technique for quantitative inspection
yielding size and orientation of the defect with good accuracy.
Albert structured his presentation into two parts: Theory and
Operation and Applications to Rail Flaw Inspection. Under the
former he explained the Synthetic Aperture Focusing Technique
(SAFT) for a single emitter and multiple receivers using full ma-
trix capture. A considerable amount of data processing is in-
volved, which he explained. He limited himself to the use of just
one equation. He showed how this technique provides results
superior to those of a phased array. Under Applications, he dis-
cussed several examples of inspection of defects in railroad
rails, including hydrogen embrittlement and load and fatigue-
induced cracks. The information provided by the images was
impressive with good resolution and clear orientation. He gave
comparisons with phased array performance, which was inferior.
The presentation concluded with a lively Q/A session and a
great round of applause.

The Section thanked Mr. Liang for his talk and presented him
with a Certificate of Appreciation and Speaker Gift.

The meeting concluded with raffles and the recognition of visit-
ing vendors representing David Waitt from Fuji Film, Phil Fetto
and Jason LaFarve from BASF Chemetall, Gabriel Reyes from
Kodak and the Matthew Kaparic from Advanced Test Equipment
Corp.
