Adopt a Bench

The Council on Aging of Ottawa’s
Snow Moles need your help to
keep city benches cleared of snow
and ice, so they are safe and
accessible this winter.

Over the past 5 years, the Snow

Mole Campaign has collected information on winter walking in neighbourhoods
across the city. That information shows that most of Ottawa’s 3000+ city
benches are not cleared of snow and ice and are not accessible for people to
rest on their winter walks.
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The Snow Moles are asking you to adopt a bench-or-two in your neighbourhood
and keep them clear of ice and snow from January to the end of March 2023.

Send photos to celebrate safe seats for everyone. Cleared benches located
near medical buildings, senior residences, libraries, pharmacies, senior centres,
transit, and shopping routes are especially needed in wintertime. Send bench
locations & photos to: snowmoles@coaottawa.ca with subject line "Adopt a
bench."
