Adj. to Samusch’s store  was shop of Volentine Riemenschneider (fronted Second St., Cole Theatre).  Reimenschneider Furniture House (served as courthouse when old courthouse was torn down).

Corner of LaGrange & Third St. Henry Reese & Sons  operated a shoe and boot shop in the area in 1860.  Wm. Smothers Grocery Store was on the corner in the 1860s.HP&P

Next to Wm. Smothers Place on S.E. corner of square was Henry Reese & Sons Shoe & Boot.  They located their shop in June 1860.   Free State p.165, The Tribune January 11, 1974

The Hallettsville Lone Star, with S.A. Benton as its publisher, in 1860 came off the press as Hallettsville’s and Lavaca County’s first newspaper.  The Tribune October 14, 1938
