SEMINARIAN GREG ALBERTS 

 
 

It was clear from the very start that your time here in 
Kankakee was going to be about doing teaching ministry 
at Bishop MacNamara Catholic School, and being here 
at Saint John Paul II was secondary, an added opportu-
nity for parish experience in the weekends, or when your schedule 
would allow.  And so, as the pastor of the parish where you resided 
during this time, I did not treat you as I would treat an intern as-
signed directly to my responsibility.  I treated you as a peer, some-
one who is collaborating in the Catholic mission here in this part of 
the diocese.  You are still a seminarian, but I did not want you to 
look to me as your superior in any way.   
 
I guess it is because of this mindset that I was able to appreciate 
more having you around over the past few months.  You have been 
very open to share with me your thoughts and feelings about minis-
try in general, about the priesthood, about your experiences in the 
school, and about your hopes for the future.  In many ways, you 
have given me an opportunity to learn about your generation of up 
and coming priests in as genuine a way as possible.  You have 
even managed to encourage me and give me moral support in 
those days when I was feeling worn out or disillusioned in my 
priestly experiences.   
 
So, I thank you, Greg, for being yourself during your time here in 
Kankakee.  I have no doubt that many of the young students in our 
school have learned from you, just because you are who you are, 
and you have a passion for the Church and for the future of our 
young people.  I love that you speak in relatable language, instead 
of speaking above other people.  I can instantly see that behind 
your big voice and larger than life personality is a sincere and hum-
ble person who tries his best to make a difference with his gifts, 
and is willing to sacrifice for the sake of the Gospel.
