This Sunday, July 1, 2018, we celebrate our first year as Saint 
John Paul II Parish!  It seems only like yesterday when we 
started celebrating masses as a new parish.  And now, we 
have already finished a full year and we are caught with feel-
ings of surprise, gratitude, pride and appreciation for the many 
things that we accomplished.  So, please allow me to look 
back at some of the highlights of our first year as a parish: 
 
LAUNCHING OF THE PARISH.  I remember lighting and releasing lan-
terns last year at the open field.  It was late night, and the idea was to 
meet the launching day of our parish.  There were many people just casu-
ally sitting and eating, and sharing stories.  We had a fun time, and prayed 
together for our new parish. 
 
PARISH MINISTRY FAIR.  This was a very special day, when we showed 
to our community what our new parish is doing, how we were able to inte-
grate all our ministries from the three parishes to the one new parish that 
we are now.
