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Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ, 
 
Happy Solemnity of Our Lord Jesus Christ, 
King of the Universe! Next Sunday is the 
First Sunday of Advent, a time to prepare 
for the arrival of our king, born unto us on 
Christmas Day, and an opportunity to 
receive Him anew. The same Lord who was 
born in Bethlehem is brought to us in every 
Mass. Our king gives Himself to us in Holy Communion, 
sharing with us the treasures of His grace and mercy. 
Let us receive Him with great joy and devotion. 
To honor our Lord and our Lady, I have recently placed 
on both sides of the church entrance two images of the 
Child Jesus in the arms of the Blessed Mother. The 
image on the left is entitled “Mater Ecclesiae,” which 
means “Mother of the Church.” After the assassination 
attempt on the life of Pope John Paul II on May 13, 
1981, the feast day of Our Lady of Fatima, Pope John 
Paul II was certain that the Virgin Mary had protected 
him. So, he requested an image of the Blessed Mother to 
be placed in St. Peter’s Square. Beneath the image are 
the personal coat of arms and the papal motto of Pope 
John Paul II, "Totus Tuus" ("Totally yours"), as a sign 
of his devotion to Mary. On the other side of the church 
entrance is an image of Our Lady of Czestochowa, an 
ancient and venerated image of the Blessed Virgin Mary 
with the Child Jesus, to which Pope John Paul II also 
had a particularly strong devotion.  
During Advent, we will look upon images of the Blessed 
Virgin Mary with the infant Jesus, reflecting upon the 
event that changed the course of history, the birth of 
Christ our savior. We will celebrate the feast days of the 
Immaculate Conception of the Blessed Virgin Mary and 
Our Lady of Guadalupe, remembering the primacy of 
God’s grace and Mary’s unique role in bringing Christ to 
humanity. Mary, full of grace, reminds us that God took 
flesh in her womb and became like us in order to redeem 
us. She shows us how to say yes to the will of God and 
treasure all that Jesus has said and done in our hearts. 
May she continue to lead us into a deeper, more loving 
union with her Son so that He may reign in our hearts, 
our homes, and our land. 
Lastly, this Thursday is Thanksgiving. I invite you to 
join the parish family for Mass on Thanksgiving at 9 
a.m. I give God thanks for you everyday and will do so 
with much love and gratitude on Thursday.
