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Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ, 
 
This weekend, we celebrate Laetare Sunday, 
which means “Rejoice.” We are over halfway 
through our Lenten penances, and so this rose-
colored Sunday in the midst of the purple season 
of Lent reminds us that the light of the Risen 
Lord will soon conquer the darkness of sin and 
death. Our time of celebration is drawing near. 
The great Feast of our Redemption is 
approaching. Holy Week begins in two weeks, and then we 
will celebrate the Paschal Mystery (the Passion, Death, and 
Resurrection of our Lord), by which God in His love and 
mercy has conquered sin and death and redeemed us. 
 
As we prepare for Easter, there are a few events I would like 
to bring to your attention. Our parish mission will be on 
Sunday, March 17, and Monday, March 18, at 6:30pm, 
presented by both Fr. Roy and myself. The theme is “A 
Great Symphony of Prayer,” in response to Pope Francis 
dedicating this year to prayer. The celebrations of the Holy 
Triduum (from the evening of Holy Thursday through the 
evening of Easter Sunday) work together to help us enter 
into the mystery of Christ suffering, dying, and rising for us. 
In addition to the Masses on Easter Sunday, the Mass of the 
Lord’s Supper on Holy Thursday at 6 pm, the Celebration of 
the Lord’s Passion on Good Friday (3 pm in English and 
7pm in Spanish), and the Mass of the Easter Vigil on Holy 
Saturday at 7:30 pm are all moving celebrations that help us 
to truly enter into the Sacred Triduum. When we walk with 
Jesus from Holy Thursday to Easter Sunday, we discover 
that it is He who walks with us and lifts us up. Other 
liturgies celebrated during Holy Week include lauds 
(Morning Prayer) at 7:30 am on Holy Thursday and Good 
Friday and at 8:00 am on Holy Saturday and Tenebrae on 
Wednesday, March 27, at 7 pm. The Settles Center will be 
open for prayer before the Blessed Sacrament on Holy 
Thursday from 7 pm until midnight. Stations of the Cross on 
Good Friday will be at noon in English and at 5 pm in 
Spanish. There will be reflections on the Seven Last Words of 
Christ on Tuesday, March 26, at 7 pm. The Easter Basket 
Blessing, which is when families are invited to bring the food 
for the Easter meal to be blessed, will be on Holy Saturday 
at noon, followed by the annual Easter Egg Hunt. 
 
Please continue to pray for one another, and know of my 
continued prayers for you and your loved ones during this 
most sacred season of Lent.
