We are reminded in one of the 
prefaces of the Ascension that Jesus “ascended, not to 
distance himself from our lowly state but that we, his 
members, might be confident of flowing where he, our 
Head and Founder has gone before.” With faith, hope, 
and charity, we are called to follow our Lord to heaven, 
and this calling impacts the way we approach our daily 
lives. Let us strive to live in friendship with our Lord, 
and as we prepare to celebrate Pentecost, I’d like to 
encourage all of us to join the Blessed Mother in prayer 
like the Apostles were in Acts 1:14 and to pray “Come, 
Holy Spirit” throughout this week, inviting the Holy 
Spirit into our lives, friendships, families, workplaces, 
and parish. 

 

I ask you to please pray for our students who are 
preparing to receive the Holy Spirit in the sacrament of 
confirmation this Saturday. I would also like to 
encourage you to consider joining or inviting people to 
participate in the various groups and events of our 
parish. The Apostles received the Holy Spirit when 
they were together in prayer. May we continue to be 
strengthened in our unity in our Lord and receive the 
Holy Spirit to proclaim through our words and our 
works the Good News of the resurrection and of 
salvation in Christ. 

 
Know of my prayers for all of you, and please continue 
to pray for one another.
