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Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ, 
 
As we begin Lent, we remember that its 
purpose is to prepare us for Easter. On 
Easter, we celebrate the great Feast when 
Christ conquered sin and death by rising 
from the dead. United with Christ in our 
sufferings, life, and death, we will be 
united with Him in His Resurrection. This 
union, or friendship, with Christ began when you were 
baptized, when you received new life in Christ. St. 
Paul wrote that in baptism we die and rise with Christ. 
So on Easter we renew our baptismal promises so that 
we may live in union with him here on earth and 
forever in heaven. 
 
The three disciplines of Lent are prayer, fasting, and 
almsgiving. I encourage you to do one of each during 
Lent. Fasting, when we give up some sort of food, 
reminds us that we are never completely satisfied by 
everything that we want. Sometimes, we create a lot 
of unnecessary noise in our lives that distract us from 
paying attention to God and those around us. Giving 
something up breaks the routine and reminds us to 
love God and neighbor. Don’t forget that Fridays in 
Lent are obligatory days of abstinence from meat for 
anyone who is 14 years old and older. Good Friday is 
an obligatory day of fasting and abstaining from meat 
for people between the ages of 18 and 60. Fasting 
allows for one modest meal with two smaller meals 
that, if combined, would not equal the moderate meal.  
Exceptions can be made for health. Friday is of 
particular importance since every Friday reminds us of 
Good Friday, when Jesus suffered and died on the 
cross for us. Prayer turns our attention to love and be 
loved by God, and it also helps us to grow in love of 
others when we pray for them. Almsgiving refers to 
works of charity. When we love others, we love Christ. 
 
May this Lent be a blessed time to grow in love of God 
and neighbor as we prepare to celebrate the most 
loving act in the history of the world: the sacrifice of 
God on behalf of us for the world’s salvation. Let us 
continue to pray for one another during this sacred 
season.

El ayuno permite una 
comida modesta con dos comidas más pequeñas que, si 
se combinan, no serían iguales a la comida modesta. Se 
pueden hacer excepciones por la salud. El viernes es de 
particular importancia ya que nos recuerda el Viernes 
Santo, cuando Jesús sufrió y murió en la cruz por 
nosotros. La oración dirige nuestra atención hacia amar 
y ser amados por Dios, y también nos ayuda a crecer en 
el amor hacia los demás cuando rezamos por ellos. La 
limosna se refiere a las obras de caridad y misericordia.
