All of us see Jesus through different glasses. But for us
Christians, it is critical that we know what kind of savior he was,
what was his cause, what is his message to us. Only a good sense
of scripture can give a whole picture of Christ. Today in this
Gospel, we see Jesus at the beginning of his public life giving us
an indication of his whole ministry, cause, purpose, and way.

Much of that Jesus summarizes in one sentence; it is the theme
of his entire public life: “Repent, for the kingdom of heaven is at
hand.”

He calls us to “repent” or to reform our lives. He does not
merely present a set of rules to follow; he does not demand a
retreat from the world; he does not demand a monkish existence;
he does not require a specific devotional life of prayer, sacrifices,
and special practices. We cannot narrow down his call to any one
of these forms. His call is more universal and demanding: a
metanoia, a total change of heart, a complete transformation of
one’s life, a radical decision for God. Most of Jesus’ parables are
a challenge compelling his hearers to respond to his message.
Such a radical decision means that the mystery of Jesus becomes
our plan of life, our interpretation of life’s meaning. It means that
all our deepest questions about human life—the source of it, the
sense of it, the model for it, its purpose, direction, goal, and
hope—all of these are answered in the person of Christ.

Then he continues, “The kingdom of heaven is at hand.” This
kingdom of God is never narrowed down to a legal system, a code
of conduct, a ritual purity, and observance of sacred times, places,
and rites. It can only be adequately expressed as doing the will of
God. This will of God is what we pray for at the heart of the
prayer of Jesus: “Your will be done/on earth as in heav-
en” (Matthew 6:10). This will of God is the common denominator
of the Sermon on the Mount. This will of God is the summary of
Jesus’ own life: “Behold, I come to do your will, O
God” (Hebrews 10:7). For Jesus, this doing the will of God means
accepting whatever came to him with submission and love. That
is especially how Jesus is our model as we try to accept our human
lives in the spirit of Jesus. For many modern theologians, follow-
ing Jesus means accepting the reality of our lives just as it comes
to us. God’s will is that we accept everything that comes to us
naturally just as Jesus did.

In the longer form of this Gospel for today, Matthew
summarizes Jesus’ public life and work this way: he proclaimed
“the ‘Gospel of the kingdom, and [cured] every disease and illness
among the people.” He implies that the message of God’s
kingdom that Jesus brought is aimed at all people in all their
dimensions; not only at their soul, but at the whole person, body
and soul, their whole concrete, suffering existence. For Jesus our
Lord is not only a preacher and adviser; he is also a healer and
helper. And he is for all people, not only for the strong, healthy,
capable, and righteous, but also for the weak, sick, incapable,
sinning, and outcast. He does not take away all human failure,
illness, and tragedy; but he begins to transform the curse of human
existence into blessing , even now.

This is how Jesus himself describes his whole mission and
message at the beginning of his public life. He shows himself to
be the unique Savior of the whole person and of all kinds of
people. Pope Benedict XVI puts a new light on Jesus’ essential
proclamation today” “The kingdom of heaven is at hand.” In his
book, Jesus of Nazareth, our Holy Father explains: Christ uses
these words to refer to himself: He, who is in our midst, is the
Kingdom of God. . . . The new proximity of the Kingdom . . . is to
be found in Jesus himself. Through Jesus’ presence and action,
God has here and now entered into history in a wholly new way.
The reason why now is in a unique sense . . . the time of joy, is
that in Jesus it is God who draws near to us . . . Christ uses these
words to refer to himself: He, who is in our midst, is the
“Kingdom of God” . . .

Todos vemos a Jesus desde diferentes perspectivas. Pero para
nosotros, los cristianos, es fundamental saber qué clase de salvador
fue, cual fue su causa y cudl es su mensaje para nosotros. Solo un buen
entendimiento de las Escrituras puede ofrecer una vision completa de
Cristo. Hoy, en este Evangelio, vemos a Jests al comienzo de su vida
publica, dandonos una idea de todo su ministerio, causa, proposito y
camino.

Gran parte de esto Jesus lo resume en una frase; es el tema de toda
su vida publica: “Arrepiéntanse, porque el reino de los cielos esta
cerca”.

Nos llama al arrepentimiento o a reformar nuestras vidas. No se
limita a presentar un conjunto de reglas a seguir; no exige un retiro del
mundo; no exige una vida mondstica; no requiere una vida devocional
especifica de oracion, sacrificios y practicas especiales. No podemos
limitar su llamado a ninguna de estas formas. Su llamado es mas
universal y exigente: una metanoia, un cambio total de corazon, una
transformacion completa de la vida, una decision radical por Dios. La
mayoria de las pardbolas de Jestis son un desafio que impulsa a sus
oyentes a responder a su mensaje. Una decision tan radical significa
que el misterio de Jesus se convierte en nuestro plan de vida, nuestra
interpretacion del sentido de la vida. Significa que todas nuestras
preguntas mas profundas sobre la vida humana —su origen, su sentido,
su modelo, su propdsito, direccion, meta y esperanza— encuentran
respuesta en la persona de Cristo.

Luego continua: «El reino de los cielos esta cercax». Este reino de
Dios nunca se reduce a un sistema legal, un co6digo de conducta, una
pureza ritual ni a la observancia de tiempos, lugares y ritos sagrados.
Solo puede expresarse adecuadamente como hacer la voluntad de Dios.
Esta voluntad de Dios es lo que pedimos en el corazon de la oracion de
Jesus: «Hagase tu voluntad en la tierra como en el cielo» (Mateo 6:10).
Esta voluntad de Dios es el denominador comtn del Sermén del
Monte. Esta voluntad de Dios es el resumen de la propia vida de Jesus:
«He aqui que vengo, oh Dios, para hacer tu voluntad» (Hebreos 10:7).
Para Jests, hacer la voluntad de Dios significa aceptar todo lo que le
llega con sumision y amor. Asi es especialmente como Jesus es nuestro
modelo al intentar aceptar nuestra vida humana en el espiritu de Jests.
Para muchos tedlogos modernos, seguir a Jesus significa aceptar la
realidad de nuestra vida tal como nos llega. La voluntad de Dios es que
aceptemos todo lo que nos llega de forma natural tal como lo hizo
Jests.

En la version mas extensa de este Evangelio de hoy, Mateo resume
la vida publica y la obra de Jesus de esta manera: proclamoé «el
Evangelio del reino, y [cur6] toda enfermedad y dolencia entre el
pueblo». Implica que el mensaje del reino de Dios que Jests trajo esta
dirigido a todas las personas en todas sus dimensiones; no solo a su
alma, sino a toda la persona, cuerpo y alma, a toda su existencia
concreta y sufriente. Porque Jests, nuestro Sefior, no es solo
predicador y consejero; también es sanador y ayudador. Y es para
todas las personas, no solo para los fuertes, sanos, capaces y justos,
sino también para los débiles, enfermos, incapaces, pecadores y
marginados. No elimina todos los fracasos, enfermedades y tragedias
humanas; pero comienza a transformar la maldicion de la existencia
humana en bendicion, incluso ahora.

Asi es como Jestis mismo describe toda su misién y mensaje al
comienzo de su vida publica. Se muestra como el tinico Salvador de
toda la persona y de todo tipo de personas. El Papa Benedicto XVI
pone una nueva luz en la proclamacion esencial de Jesus hoy: "El reino
de los cielos esta cerca". En su libro, Jests de Nazaret, nuestro Santo
Padre explica: Cristo usa estas palabras para referirse a si mismo: El,
que esta en medio de nosotros, es el Reino de Dios. . . . La nueva
proximidad del Reino . . . se encuentra en Jestis mismo. A través de la
presencia y la accion de Jesus, Dios ha entrado aqui y ahora en la
historia de una manera completamente nueva. La razén por la que
ahora es en un sentido Unico . . . el tiempo de alegria, es que en Jesus
es Dios quien se acerca a nosotros . . . Cristo usa estas palabras para
referirse a si mismo: El, que esta en medio de nosotros, es el "Reino de
Dios" . ..
