SUNDAY REFLECTION / REFLEXION DOMINICAL

Most Americans with faith problems about God have difficulty not
with his existence but with his providence, his influence on their
lives, his rules and commandments, his apparent control of human
life.

Today’s readings offer some reflections on God'’s providence, on
his influence in our lives. In the First Reading, God describes himself
as “l am who am”; he is the God of existence. Some modern
Americans limit their notion of God to this: he exists in his heaven
but has no place in human living. We can live our life here on earth
by taking care of things ourselves. We don’t need magical solutions
or interventions of God, nor do we need his laws, rules or
restrictions. This notion of God doesn’t leave much room for God in
human living; it has been described as the notion of God of
the American practical mind. In terms of our life now, it implies a
worthless God, a meaningless God. It can only be maintained by
those who reject the whole Bible, for both the Old and New
Testaments present a God who is thoroughly involved in human
existence.

Other Americans go to the opposite extreme and put no limits on
God’s activity. They assert that all things depend on God; all natural
events, good or bad, are his doing; all human actions are willed by
God. Good things are a reward from God; evil things are his
punishment. We don’t always understand God’s ways, but he
knows what he is doing and some day we will realize the wisdom of
his providence. This notion of God is that of the pietistic religious or
the fundamentalists. Such a notion of God’s activity can find some
foundation in the early books of the Old Testament. But the New
Testament clearly corrects this notion. And one of the clearest
denials of this notion is in today’s Gospel. Here Christ asks the
rhetorical question: “Do you think that because these Galileans
suffered in this way they were greater sinners than all other
Galileans? By no means!” Twice in this reading Jesus rejects
absolutely any connection between death and God’s punishment,
between God’s action and human guilt. We have to conclude that
at least some human events have nothing to do with God’s direct
intervention.

All we have done so far is eliminate the two extremes: God does
nothing; God does everything. To find a more complete answer we
should concentrate on human freedom. If we humans are really
free, then we are not marionettes on a string, manipulated by
God. If we are really free, then we can choose to disobey his will
and do even senseless, harmful, inhuman things. If we are really
free, then things cannot go well always, life will not consistently be
just and equitable, and human beings can mete out reward and
punishment entirely contrary to God’s judgment.

What all this implies is that God’s providence does not arrange
things in our external world. He does not make a farce of human
freedom, does not interfere with the freedom he gave us. Rather,
his providence and care of us is internal; his influence is within our
hearts and minds. If we are committed Christians, then God does
have a profound influence within us, without interfering with our
freedom. From him we take our whole outlook on life. In his calling
us as Christians, we freely choose a way of living. In his word we
find our values for life. In Christ we choose to have a model for all
our living. In Jesus we have an adequate motive for loving all
people. In him we establish our dreams and found our hopes. The
deeper our individual commitment as Christians, the more all these
are a part of us. This is the way God provides for us; this is the way
God influences us freely and humanly. We remain entirely free, yet
he provides everything for us internally. He is a God who draws us
by love and by the model of Jesus.

La mayoria de los estadounidenses con problemas de la fe en Dios
tienen dificultades no con la existencia de Dios, sino con su providencia,
su influencia en sus vidas, sus reglas y mandamientos, su aparente
control de la vida humana.

Las lecturas de hoy ofrecen algunas reflexiones sobre la providencia
de Dios, sobre su influencia en nuestras vidas. En la primera lectura,
Dios se describe a si mismo como «Yo soy el que soy»; es el Dios de la
existencia. Algunos americanos modernos limitan su nocién de Dios a
esto: existe en su cielo pero no tiene lugar en la vida humana. Podemos
vivir nuestra vida aqui en la tierra ocupandonos nosotros mismos de las
cosas. No necesitamos soluciones magicas ni intervenciones de Dios, ni
tampoco sus leyes, normas o restricciones. Esta nocién de Dios no deja
mucho espacio para Dios en la vida humana; se ha descrito como la
nocién de Dios de la mente practica estadounidense. En términos de
nuestra vida actual, implica un Dios sin valor, un Dios sin sentido. Sélo
pueden mantenerla quienes rechazan la Biblia en su totalidad, pues
tanto el Antiguo como el Nuevo Testamento presentan a un Dios que se
implica a fondo en la existencia humana.

Otros estadounidenses se van al extremo opuesto y no ponen limites
a la actividad de Dios. Afirman que todas las cosas dependen de Dios;
todos los acontecimientos naturales, buenos o malos, son obra suya;
todas las acciones humanas son queridas por Dios. Las cosas buenas
son una recompensa de Dios; las cosas malas son su castigo. No
siempre comprendemos los caminos de Dios, pero El sabe lo que hacey
algun dia nos daremos cuenta de la sabiduria de su providencia. Esta
nocion de Dios es la de los religiosos pietistas o los
fundamentalistas. Tal nocidn de la actividad de Dios puede encontrar
alglin fundamento en los primeros libros del Antiguo Testamento. Pero
el Nuevo Testamento corrige claramente esta nocién. Y una de las
negaciones mas claras de esta nocidn se encuentra en el Evangelio de
hoy. Aqui Cristo hace una pregunta retdrica: «¢Creéis que porque estos
galileos sufrieron asi eran mds pecadores que todos los demas
galileos? De ninguna manera». Dos veces en esta lectura Jesus rechaza
absolutamente cualquier conexidn entre la muerte y el castigo de Dios,
entre la accion de Dios y la culpa humana. Tenemos que concluir que al
menos algunos acontecimientos humanos no tienen nada que ver con la
intervencion directa de Dios.

Todo lo que hemos hecho hasta ahora es eliminar los dos
extremos: Dios no hace nada; Dios lo hace todo. Para encontrar una
respuesta mas completa debemos concentrarnos en la libertad
humana. Silos seres humanos somos realmente libres, no somos
marionetas manipuladas por Dios. Si somos realmente libres, entonces
podemos elegir desobedecer su voluntad y hacer incluso cosas sin
sentido, dafiinas e inhumanas. Si somos realmente libres, entonces las
cosas no pueden ir siempre bien, la vida no sera siempre justa y
equitativa, y los seres humanos pueden imponer recompensas y
castigos totalmente contrarios al juicio de Dios.

Lo que todo esto implica es que la providencia de Dios no arregla las
cosas en nuestro mundo exterior. No hace una farsa de la libertad
humana, no interfiere con la libertad que nos dio. M3s bien, su
providencia y cuidado de nosotros es interna; su influencia estd dentro
de nuestros corazones y mentes. Si somos cristianos comprometidos,
entonces Dios ejerce una profunda influencia en nosotros, sin interferir
en nuestra libertad. De El tomamos toda nuestra visién de la vida. Al
llamarnos cristianos, elegimos libremente una manera de vivir. En su
palabra encontramos nuestros valores para la vida. En Cristo elegimos
tener un modelo para toda nuestra vida. En Jesus tenemos un motivo
adecuado para amar a todas las personas. En él establecemos nuestros
suefios y fundamos nuestras esperanzas. Cuanto mas profundo es
nuestro compromiso individual como cristianos, mas forman parte de
nosotros todas estas cosas. Asi es como Dios nos provee; asi es como
Dios influye en nosotros libre y humanamente. Seguimos siendo
totalmente libres, pero El nos lo proporciona todo interiormente. Es un
Dios que nos atrae por el amor y por el modelo de Jesus.
