A minute reflection:

The Trinity is considered the greatest mystery of the Christian faith
because human minds cannot fully comprehend how God can be
both one and three. Catholics believe this truth was revealed by God
through Scripture and through Jesus Himself. One important biblical
example is the baptism of Jesus: At that moment: the Son is baptized,
the Holy Spirit descends like a dove, and the Father speaks from
heaven. Catholics pray and worship in the name of the Trinity every
day by making the Sign of the Cross and beginning prayers “In the
name of the Father, and of the Son, and of the Holy Spirit,”

Una breve reflexién:

La Trinidad se considera el mayor misterio de la fe cristiana porque la
mente humana no puede comprender completamente cémo Dios
puede ser a la vez uno y tres.

SUNDAY REFLECTION / REFLEXION DOMINICAL

On this Holy Trinity Sunday let talk about the core of our
faith. The concepts are deep, but they are few in number, and
they tie together our understanding of God, salvation, and of
Christian life. The outline of all this is one sentence in Paul
today: “The grace of our Lord Jesus Christ and the love of God
and the fellowship of the Holy Spirit be with all of you.” Here is
the outline of our faith, expressed in terms of our Christian
experience: grace, love and community; and the order is
important: Son, Father, Spirit. Foritisin Jesus Christ and his life,
death, and Resurrection that we encounter the love of God for
us, and this encounter leads to our incorporation into the church
in which we participate in the common life of God’s Spirit.

We will begin with the assertion that the heart of our faith is
found in this claim: in Jesus of Nazareth, God has revealed and
communicated himself once for all—unmistakably and
completely; for Jesus is the image, revelation and manifestation
of God for us. In his historical person, his teaching and his public
life and death, he is the complete revelation of God for us; he is
the definition of God'’s eternal nature; he is all that we know
about God and all God intends to reveal to us. As Jesus told
Philip: “Whoever has seen me has seen the Father” (John
14:9). More specifically, the cross of Christ and his Resurrection is
not only the source of our redemption, it is also the complete
definition of God for us. John’s Epistle expresses it simply: “God
is love. In this way the love of God was revealed to us: God sent
his only Son into the world so that we might have life through
him” (1 John 4:8-9). He defines God simply as self-communicating
love, and the evidence for that, our human understanding of that
is Christ’s life, death, and Resurrection. It further suggests,
that he whole of salvation history is also God revealing to us who
he is; thus, God is the one who saves us, the one who
communicates his love for us in Jesus. His cross and resurrection
is the recapitulation of the Old Testament—even though it was
only vaguely indicated there—and is the core of the New
Testament. So if this is the way God reveals himself to us in all of
Scripture, then this must be the inner essence of God himself; he
is simply self-communicating love.

Now consider the Holy Spirit who is the source of all grace for
us Christians; Paul asserts, “No one can say, “Jesus is Lord,”
except by the Holy Spirit (1 Corinthians 12:3); even the simplest
statement of faith needs the grace of the Spirit. And John insists
that the Spirit is the permanent presence of God in each of us
individually:”. . . [the Father] will give you another Advocate to be
with you always, the Spirit of truth” (John 14:16). The work of
the Spirit is to “teach you everything . . . [and] guide you to the
truth” (John 14:26 and 16:13). That means the Spirit is the
source of our individual understanding about God and of our
ability to follow in the way of truth. He is the permanent
presence of Jesus in each of us. The Holy Spirit is our possession
of God, here and now, individually.

Jesus is the whole revelation of God for us, who proves that
“God is love.” And the Holy Spirit is the possession of God in
each of us individually. All of this is implied in the simple formula
of Paul today—the same words that we use in our greeting at the
beginning of Mass each Sunday: “The grace of our Lord Jesus
Christ and the love of God and the fellowship of the Holy Spirit be
with all of you.

En este Domingo de la Santisima Trinidad, hablemos de la esencia
de nuestra fe. Los conceptos son profundos, pero escasos, y unen
nuestra comprension de Dios, la salvacién y la vida cristiana. El
resumen de todo esto se resume en una frase de Pablo hoy: «La
gracia de nuestro Sefior Jesucristo, el amor de Dios y la comunién
del Espiritu Santo sean con todos ustedes». Este es el resumen de
nuestra fe, expresado en términos de nuestra experiencia cristiana:
gracia, amor y comunidad; y el orden es importante: Hijo, Padre,
Espiritu. Porque es en Jesucristo y en su vida, muerte y resurreccidon
que encontramos el amor de Dios por nosotros, y este encuentro
nos lleva a nuestra incorporacién a la iglesia, en la que participamos
de la vida comun del Espiritu de Dios.

Comenzaremos afirmando que el corazén de nuestra fe reside en
esta afirmacidén: en Jesus de Nazaret, Dios se reveld y se comunico
de una vez por todas, de forma inequivoca y completa; pues Jesus
es la imagen, revelacion y manifestacién de Dios para nosotros. En
su persona histdrica, su ensefianza, su vida publica y su muerte, él
es la revelacion completa de Dios para nosotros; es la definicion de
la naturaleza eterna de Dios; es todo lo que sabemos de Dios y todo
lo que Dios quiere revelarnos. Como Jesus le dijo a Felipe: «El que
me ha visto a mi, ha visto al Padre» (Jn 14,9). Mds especificamente,
la cruz de Cristo y su resurreccién no solo son la fuente de nuestra
redencion, sino también la definicidn completa de Dios para
nosotros. La epistola de Juan lo expresa sencillamente: «Dios es
amor. En esto se nos manifesté el amor de Dios: Dios envid a su
Hijo Unico al mundo para que tengamos vida por medio de él» (1 Jn
4,8-9). El define a Dios simplemente como amor que se comunica a
si mismo, y la evidencia de ello, nuestra comprension humana de
ello, es la vida, muerte y resurreccién de Cristo. Sugiere ademas
que toda la historia de la salvacién es también
Dios revelandonos quién es; por lo tanto, Dios es quien nos salva,
quien nos comunica su amor en Jesus. Su cruz y resurreccion son la
recapitulacion del Antiguo Testamento —aunque solo se indica
vagamente alli— y constituyen el nucleo del Nuevo Testamento. Asi
gue, si esta es la forma en que Dios se nos revela en toda la
Escritura, entonces esta debe ser la esencia misma de Dios: él es
simplemente amor que se comunica a si mismo.

Ahora consideremos al Espiritu Santo, quien es la fuente de toda
gracia para nosotros los cristianos. Pablo afirma: «Nadie puede
decir: “Jesus es el Sefior”, sino por el Espiritu Santo» (1 Corintios
12:3); incluso la mas simple declaracion de fe necesita la gracia del
Espiritu. Y Juan insiste en que el Espiritu es la presencia permanente
de Dios en cada uno de nosotros individualmente: «... [el Padre] les
dara otro Consolador para que esté siempre con ustedes, el Espiritu
de verdad» (Juan 14:16). La obra del Espiritu es «ensefiarles todo...
[y] guiarlos a la verdad» (Juan 14:26 y 16:13). Esto significa que el
Espiritu es la fuente de nuestra comprension individual de Dios y de
nuestra capacidad para seguir el camino de la verdad. El es la
presencia permanente de Jesus en cada uno de nosotros. El Espiritu
Santo es nuestra posesion de Dios, aqui y ahora, individualmente.

Jesus es la revelacién completa de Dios para
nosotros, quien prueba que «Dios es amor». Y el Espiritu Santo es la
posesion de Dios en cada uno de nosotros individualmente. Todo
esto estd implicito en la sencilla férmula de Pablo hoy, las mismas
palabras que usamos en nuestro saludo al comienzo de la misa cada
domingo: «La gracia de nuestro Sefior Jesucristo, el amor de Dios y
la comunidn del Espiritu Santo sean con todos ustedes».
