SUNDAY REFLECTION / REFLEXION DOMINICAL

One of the most unpopular virtues in America today is
humility. For Americans value highly success, achievement,
scientific knowledge, social status, and technological

progress. And all of these seem far removed from humility. In
the face of all that, one notion stands out: Humility equals
realism. Humility involves measuring ones self by reality; it
involves relating ones self realistically to God and to others.

Frist, regarding our relationship to God. In today’s Gospel,
Jesus is not just offering a bit of prudential advice, telling us how
to behave at a dinner party in order to avoid
embarrassment. Rather, he offers a parable about our
relationship to God. Thatis, God, in the person of Jesus as the
host, is inviting us all to the Messianic feast. The only way to
respond to this invitation of God is by renouncing any claim or
merit of our own. The Pharisees “were choosing the places of
honor at the table”; they expected the best seats because of their
righteousness. Jesus’ parable cautions them not to expect
salvation on their own merits; they must learn that salvation only
comes to them as an unmerited gift. His parable speaks to us as
well; it reminds us that none of us is ultimately saved or justified
because of our own righteousness or because we keep the laws
of God or because of our achievements in the world—our
success, our riches, our worldly accomplishments.. Each and
every one of us is saved only by the saving mercy of God. It is
God'’s grace alone that justifies us; it is our total dependence on
his mercy that gains our salvation. There is not other possible
position to take before God, our creator. As Van Kaam, a
modern spiritual writer, suggests: There is only one thing that
God cannot stand—self-sufficiency. He means that sin does not
stop God, as long as we are sorry, but self-sufficiency does block
God'’s forgiveness and saving grace. Notice in the Gospels, that
Jesus had only anger and condemnation for the Pharisees, but
compassion and forgiveness for repentant sinners.

Despite all this, we can add that our relation to God also
inspires confidence and peace, because in his mercy, he has
made us his sons and daughters in Christ, so we can approach
him with great confidence and hope.

Also consider our relationship to others. The first reading
urges us: “conduct your affairs with humility /. . . / and you will
find favor with God.” This attitude describes a person who is not
proud of his own accomplishments, who does not feel superior to
others because of his social status. The wisdom of Sirach here
encourages us all to be contented with our lot and not consumed
with the desire for worldly success. Beyond all that, we need to
learn what Jesus in scripture means by the notion of
“Catholic.” For Jesus himself was Catholic first and foremost in
his universal acceptance of all people. Jesus accepted all people
equally; he recognized no special preference or superiority of any
group; he gave no weight to individual differences based on
social position or possessions. He wants us, his followers, to be
Catholic in the same way. As St.. Paul expressed it, “There is
neither Jew nor Greek, there is neither slave nor free person,
there is not male and female; for you are all one in Christ
Jesus” (Galatians 3:28). Jesus seems to be the only religious
leader in history who did not establish an elite group, separate
and superior to other groups. The only thing important for us is
that we are all one in Christ.

Una de las virtudes mas impopulares en Estados Unidos hoy en dia
es la humildad. Los estadounidenses valoran enormemente el éxito,
los logros, el conocimiento cientifico, el estatus social y el progreso
tecnoldgico. Y todo esto parece estar muy lejos de la humildad.
Ante todo esto, una nocion destaca: la humildad es sindnimo de
realismo. La humildad implica evaluarse con la realidad; implica
relacionarse de forma realista con Dios y con los demds.

Primero, sobre nuestra relacion con Dios. En el Evangelio de hoy,
Jesus no solo ofrece un consejo prudente, diciéndonos cémo
comportarnos en una cena para evitar verglienza. Mas bien, ofrece
una parabola sobre nuestra relacién con Dios. Es decir, Dios, en la
persona de Jesus como anfitridn, nos invita a todos al banquete
mesianico. La Unica manera de responder a esta invitacion de Dios
es renunciando a cualquier pretensién o mérito propio. Los fariseos
"escogian los lugares de honor en la mesa"; esperaban los mejores
asientos debido a su rectitud. La pardbola de Jesus les advierte que
no esperen la salvacién por sus propios méritos; deben aprender
que la salvacion solo les llega como un regalo inmerecido. Su
parabola también nos habla a nosotros; nos recuerda que ninguno
de nosotros es finalmente salvo o justificado por nuestra propia
justicia o porque cumplimos las leyes de Dios o por nuestros logros
en el mundo: nuestro éxito, nuestras riquezas, nuestros logros
mundanos. Todos y cada uno de nosotros es salvo solo por la
misericordia salvadora de Dios. Es solo la gracia de Dios la que nos
justifica; es nuestra dependencia total de su misericordia lo que
obtiene nuestra salvacion. No hay otra posicion posible que tomar
ante Dios, nuestro creador. Como sugiere Van Kaam, un escritor
espiritual moderno: Solo hay una cosa que Dios no puede soportar:
la autosuficiencia. Quiere decir que el pecado no detiene a Dios,
siempre y cuando estemos arrepentidos, pero la autosuficiencia
bloquea el perdén y la gracia salvadora de Dios. Observe en los
Evangelios que Jesus solo tenia ira y condenacion por los fariseos,
pero compasién y perdén por los pecadores arrepentidos.

A pesar de todo esto, podemos afiadir que nuestra relacion con
Dios también inspira confianza y paz, porque en su misericordia nos
ha hecho sus hijos e hijas en Cristo, para que podamos acercarnos a
él con gran confianza y esperanza.

Consideremos también nuestra relacién con los demas. La primera
lectura nos insta: «Conduce tus asuntos con humildad /... /y
hallards favor ante Dios». Esta actitud describe a una persona que
no se enorgullece de sus propios logros, que no se siente superior a
los demas por su posicion social. La sabiduria del Siracida nos anima
a todos a estar contentos con nuestra suerte y a no dejarnos
consumir por el deseo de éxito mundano. Mas alla de todo eso,
necesitamos aprender lo que JesuUs, en las Escrituras, entiende por
«catolico». Pues Jesus mismo fue catdlico ante todo en su
aceptacion universal de todas las personas. Jesus acepto a todos
por igual; no reconocié ninguna preferencia especial ni superioridad
de ningun grupo; no dio importancia a las diferencias individuales
basadas en la posicion social o las posesiones. Quiere que nosotros,
sus seguidores, seamos catélicos de la misma manera. Como lo
expreso San Pablo: «Ya no hay judio ni griego; no hay esclavo ni
libre; no hay varén ni mujer; porque todos sois uno en Cristo
JesUs» (Galatas 3:28). Jesus parece ser el Unico lider religioso de la
historia que no establecid una élite, separada y superior a otros
grupos. Lo Unico importante para nosotros es que todos somos uno
en Cristo.
