SUNDAY REFLECTION / REFLEXION DOMINICAL

“God put all things beneath Christ’s feet and gave him
as head over all things to the church, which is his body,
the fullness of the one who fills all things . ...” Thisis
how today’s reading from the Letter to the Ephesians
summarizes the meaning of the feast of the
Ascension. Theologians explain this scripture in various
but similar ways: the Ascension means the final victory
of Christ, the completion of his work; it marks his
becoming Lord and King over all people; it represents his
final exaltation and glorification. The point of such
theology is that even after the Resurrection from the
dead, Jesus is not publicly acclaimed as Lord and King, he
is not formally the victorious Savior of all, he is not yet
glorified as the Messiah. Only after his Ascension is he
glorified and completely victorious as Savior after his
Ascension is he glorified and completely victorious as
Savior of all people. As Peter proclaimed on the day of
Pentecost: “God has made him both Lord and Messiah,
this Jesus whom you crucified.” To express this another
way: We Christians are all Jesus people; on this day he
becomes formally our Lord. So on this day, we rejoice in
his victory, the victory of our only Savior and Lord.

The victory of Christ we celebrate today is what makes
our faith unique among all religions. All other religions,
no matter how valid their starting point and their value
as a true means of opening hearts toward God, must
impart hope for believers to pass through the zero point
of death. If faith does not lead to a hope beyond death,
it is not worth spending our whole life on it. It is Jesus
Christ alone, who rose from death and ascended to God,
who accomplished this successful transition to life with
God. No other religious figure has given evidence of such
a hope; no one else can rival this unique accomplishment
of Jesus our Lord.

Jesus makes this claim in John’s Gospel for all his
followers: “l am the way and the truth and the life. No
one comes to the Father except through me.” He asserts
that he is the unique way to the Father, he is the door of
eternal life for all his followers. Theologians explain that
absolutely no one has a natural right to the eternal life
that God offers us. But if we come to salvation with God,
we do so only because of the justification won for us by
the grace of Christ, our unique Savior.

So on this feast of the Ascension, we exult in the
words of scripture: God showed his strength by “raising
Christ from the dead and seating him at his right hand in
the heavens, far above every principality . . .and
dominion, and every name that is named not only in this
age but also in the one to come.” In a word, today we
acclaim Christ as our unique redeemer and the door of
life with God.

"Dios puso todas las cosas bajo los pies de Cristo y lo
puso como cabeza de todas las cosas a la Iglesia, que es su
cuerpo, plenitud del que todo lo llena...". Asi es como la
lectura de hoy de la Carta a los Efesios resume el
significado de la fiesta de la Ascensién. Los tedlogos
explican esta Escritura de maneras diversas pero similares:
la Ascensidn significa la victoria final de Cristo, la culmi-
nacién de su obra; marca su conversion en Sefior y Rey
sobre todos los hombres; representa su exaltacién y
glorificacidn finales. El punto de tal teologia es que incluso
después de la Resurreccion de entre los muertos, Jesus no
es aclamado publicamente como Seior y Rey, no es
formalmente el Salvador victorioso de todos, no es todavia
glorificado como el Mesias. Sdélo después de su Ascensidn
es glorificado y completamente victorioso como Salvador
de todos los hombres. Como proclamé Pedro el dia de
Pentecostés: "Dios le ha hecho Sefor y Mesias, a este Jesus
a quien vosotros crucificasteis." Para expresarlo de otra
manera: Todos los cristianos somos personas de Jesus; en
este dia se convierte formalmente en nuestro Sefior. Por
eso, en este dia, nos alegramos de su victoria, la victoria de
nuestro Unico Salvador y Sefior.

La victoria de Cristo que celebramos hoy es lo que hace
gue nuestra fe sea Unica entre todas las religiones. Todas
las demas religiones, por muy vélido que sea su punto de
partida y su valor como verdadero medio de abrir los cora-
zones hacia Dios, deben impartir esperanza para que los
creyentes atraviesen el punto cero de la muerte. Sila fe no
conduce a una esperanza mas alla de la muerte, no merece
la pena gastar toda nuestra vida en ella. Sélo Jesucristo,
que resucitd de la muerte y ascendio a Dios, logré esta
transicién exitosa a la vida con Dios. Ninguna otra figura
religiosa ha dado pruebas de tal esperanza; nadie mas
puede rivalizar con este logro Unico de Jesus nuestro
Sefior.

Jesus hace esta afirmacion en el Evangelio de Juan para
todos sus seguidores: "Yo soy el camino, la verdad y la
vida. Nadie viene al Padre sino por mi". Afirma que él es el
Unico camino al Padre, él es la puerta de la vida eterna para
todos sus seguidores. Los tedlogos explican que absoluta-
mente nadie tiene derecho natural a la vida eterna que
Dios nos ofrece. Pero si llegamos a la salvacidn con Dios, lo
hacemos sélo gracias a la justificaciéon ganada para
nosotros por la gracia de Cristo, nuestro Unico Salvador.

Por eso, en esta fiesta de la Ascensidn, regocijamos con
las palabras de la Escritura: Dios mostré su fuerza
"resucitando a Cristo de entre los muertos y sentandolo a
su derecha en los cielos, muy por encima de todo principa-
do... y dominio, y de todo nombre que se nombra, no sélo
en este siglo, sino también en el venidero". En una pala-
bra, hoy aclamamos a Cristo como nuestro Unico redentor
y la puerta de la vida con Dios.
