SUNDAY REFLECTION / REFLEXION DOMINICAL

In John’s Epistle, he offers the simple affirmation: “God
is love;” surprisingly, this is the only place in scripture for
this wonderful description of God. Yet it is easy to miss the
whole force of John’s assertion, because we tend to see this
as a general, self-evident truth, a philosophical abstraction
about God, telling us that the essence of God is love. But
John had something quite different in mine; he made this
assertion about God in a typically Jewish fashion; he meant
it as a summary of God’s way of acting. He was drawing a
conclusion from the very way God treats his people: he
creates them, chooses them as his own, makes a covenant
with them, forgives them, leads them to freedom, and
promises them a redeemer. Throughout the entire Bible,
the scripture writers come to know God and describe him
by his actions. In the Second Reading, John describes God’s
love by his pre-eminent, greatest action: “In this way the
love of God was revealed to us: God sent his only Son into
the world . . . as an expiation for our sins . . . so that we
might have life through him.” God reveals who he is above
all by Christ’s life, death and redemption. By Christ’s life
and death we know that God is love; by this supreme act of
human love, we know that God’s love is selfless and
unconditional.

John says for anyone claiming to know God is—
strangely—love of the brethren. Only the one who
experiences human love and returns it, really knows God,
for real love is the essence of God. Anyone who has never
experienced real human love cannot understand what God
is like.

But we, modern Americans, have another problem
understanding all this. Today, human love is the most
talked-about and the most confusing of human affections—
as evidenced by countless talk shows, TV Dramas, movies,
and fiction books. Perhaps today’s Gospel would help us
cut through the phony ideas about love. Jesus offers
himself as a concrete human model of love; he urges us
simply: “love one another as | love you;” he means that he
himself is our way of love, our supreme norm for human
loving.

First, his love is not a phony love, for it includes all the
negative aspects as well, just as it did for him: anger, fear,
crying, sadness, and disappointment. Second, it is not a
namby-pamby love, for it includes all the hard aspects of
love: rejection by others, forgiveness, sacrifice, great risk
and suffering. And it is a mature human love, for it includes
sensitivity, understanding, patience, compassion,
acceptance, self-giving. Whatever modern psychologists
describe as part of mature love is found in Jesus.

So for us Christians, scripture equivalently tells us that
the whole summary of Christian life is found in Jesus’
assertion: “Love one another as | love you.” And
modern psychologists add that the complete example of
mature human love is found concretely in Jesus our Lord.

En la epistola de Juan, éste ofrece la sencilla afir-
macién: "Dios es amor"; sorprendentemente, éste es el Unico
lugar de la Escritura en el que aparece esta maravillosa descrip-
cién de Dios. Sin embargo, es facil pasar por alto toda la fuerza
de la afirmacidn de Juan, porque tendemos a ver esto como
una verdad general, evidente por si misma, una abstraccion
filoséfica sobre Dios, que nos dice que la esencia de Dios es el
amor. Pero Juan tenia algo muy distinto en mente; hizo esta
afirmacién sobre Dios de un modo tipicamente judio; la en-
tendia como un resumen de la forma de actuar de Dios. Sacaba
una conclusién de la forma misma en que Dios trata a su
pueblo: lo crea, lo elige como suyo, establece un pacto con él,
lo perdona, lo conduce a la libertad y le promete un reden-
tor. Alo largo de toda la Biblia, los escritores llegan a conocer a
Dios y lo describen por sus acciones. En la segunda lectura,
Juan describe el amor de Dios por su accion preeminente, la
mas grande: "Asi se nos manifestd el amor de Dios: Dios envid
a su Hijo unico al mundo... como expiacién por nuestros pe-
cados... para que tuviéramos vida por medio de él". Dios revela
quién es ante todo por la vida, la muerte y la redencién de Cris-
to. Porlaviday la muerte de Cristo sabemos que Dios es amor;
por este acto supremo de amor humano, sabemos que el amor
de Dios es desinteresado e incondicional.

Juan dice que para cualquiera que pretenda conocer a Dios
es -extrafiamente- amor a los hermanos. Sélo quien experi-
menta el amor humano y lo devuelve, conoce realmente a Dios,
pues el amor real es la esencia de Dios. Quien nunca ha vivido
el verdadero amor humano no puede comprender cdmo es
Dios.

Pero nosotros, los americanos modernos, tenemos otro
problema para entender todo esto. Hoy en dia, el amor hu-
mano es el mas comentado y el més confuso de los afectos hu-
manos, como demuestran los innumerables programas de en-
trevistas, dramas televisivos, peliculas y libros de ficcidon. Tal
vez el Evangelio de hoy nos ayude a abrirnos paso entre las fal-
sas ideas sobre el amor. Jesus se ofrece como modelo humano
concreto de amor; nos exhorta sencillamente: "Amaos los unos
a los otros como yo 0s amo"; quiere decir que El mismo es
nuestro camino de amor, nuestra norma suprema para el amor
humano.

En primer lugar, su amor no es un amor falso, pues incluye
también todos los aspectos negativos, como le ocurrié a él: la
ira, el miedo, el llanto, la tristeza y la decepcion. En segundo
lugar, no es un amor soso, porque incluye todos los aspectos
duros del amor: el rechazo de los demas, el perddn, el sacrificio,
el gran riesgo y el sufrimiento. Y es un amor humano maduro,
porque incluye sensibilidad, comprensidn, paciencia, com-
pasion, aceptacion, entrega. Todo lo que los psicélogos moder-
nos describen como parte del amor maduro se encuentra en
Jesus.

Asi que para nosotros los cristianos, la Escritura nos dice de
manera equivalente que todo el resumen de la vida cristiana se
encuentra en la afirmacion de Jesus: "Amaos los unos a los ot-
ros como yo os amo". Y los psicélogos modernos aifaden que el
ejemplo completo del amor humano maduro se encuentra con-
cretamente en Jesus nuestro Sefior.
