Genesis 6-9 
 
INTRODUCTION: 
1. In our series on “THE GOD OF THE MOUNTAINS,” we are 

considering the roles mountains have played in God revealing His 
Word to mankind. 

2. As we mentioned last week, when we think of mountains, several 
words come to mind: majesty, strength, endurance, permanence, 
and beauty. When we think of God, these same words would 
describe Him. 

3. This morning, we are going to consider one of the first mountains 
mentioned in the Bible, the mountains of Ararat. 

DISCUSSION: 
HISTORICAL BACKGROUND. 
 1. The Bible tells us that men had become extremely sinful 

 (Genesis 6:1-7). 
 2. In the midst of this ungodly generation, one man, and his 

 family stood against the prevailing hurricane winds and lived 
 lives of godliness and purity (Genesis 6:8; Colossians 1:12-
 14). 

LESSONS FOR US: 
1. GOD TAKES SIN VERY SERIOUSLY. 
 1. The soul that sinneth dies (Ezekiel 18:20). 
 2. Noah obeyed God (Hebrews 11:7). 
 3. Walking with God will put us at odds with other people 

 (Hebrews 11:7; Amos 3:3). 
 4. God used the flood to illustrate how baptism saves people
