ARE YOU A SOUL WINNER? 
 
INTRODUCTION: 
1. Luke 19:1-10. 
2. As we begin a new year, it is always appropriate for us to ask 

ourselves, how was the last year? 
3. Spiritually, it is also important for us to ask this question, was I a 

soul winner last year? 
4.  Since the servant is not above his master (Luke 6:40), the child of 

God should humbly follow in the Master’s steps (Matthew 28:18-
20). 

 
DISCUSSION: 
1. JESUS PROVIDES THE WAY OF RESTORATION. 
 1. Revelation 22:17. 
 2. Before Jesus died on the cross, He had to sacrifice the glory 

 of heaven (Philippians 2:5-7), and to become a mortal man 
 (Hebrews 2:17).  

 3. After these two sacrifices, He offered the ultimate sacrifice 
 (Acts 2:23). 

 4. By this sacrifice, every sin ever committed may be cleansed 
 (Hebrews 9:14; 10:1-14). 

2. JESUS CAME TO MAKE HIS PLAN KNOWN. 
 1. Luke 4:16-21. 
 2. Luke 4:42-44. “I must preach the kingdom of God… for 

 therefore am I sent.” 
 3. John 18:37. 
3. JESUS CAME TO OFFER RECONCILIATION TO GOD. 
 1. This is done by rendering obedience to the Gospel (Romans 

 6:17). 
 2. In Christ, we have every spiritual blessing (Ephesians 2:13-17; 

 Colossians 1:16-23). 
 3. Since Jesus left heaven, became a man, and died for the sins 

 of humanity; shouldn’t we be making this known 
 everywhere?
