IN THE BEGINNING GOD CREATED 

Genesis 1:1-31 
 

INTRODUCTION: 
1. We are beginning the series “My Favorite Childhood Bible 
 Stories.”   
2. Please note the use of the word story does not mean “made-up.”  
3. The dictionary defines story as “a: an account of incidents or 
 events; b: a statement regarding the facts pertinent to a situation 
 in question” (Merriam-Webster Online Dictionary).   The 
 secondary definition is “a: a fictional narrative shorter than a 
 novel; b: the intrigue or plot of a narrative or dramatic work.” 
DISCUSSION: 
1. DAY ONE (Genesis 1:1-5). 
 1. God creates the “raw” material to form the universe.   
 2. God said, “Let there be light: and there was light” (1:3). 
 3. God divided the light from the darkness and called the light 
  “Day,” and the darkness “Night.” 
2. DAY TWO (Genesis 1:6-8). 
 1. As day two begins, the earth is covered with water and there 
  is an expanse or atmosphere above the earth. 
 2. God creates the “firmament.” 
 3. Isaiah 40:19. 
3. DAY THREE (Genesis 1:9-13). 
 1.  God forms the dry ground and creates the Seas. 
 2.  He then speaks into existence flowers, grass, and trees. 
4. DAY FOUR (Genesis 1:14-19). 
 1. God creates the sun, moon, and stars. 
 2. This is the first day of “sunlight.” 
5. DAY FIVE (Genesis 1:20-23). 
 1. God speaks into existence the fishes of the sea. 
 2. He also creates the fowls of the air. 
6. DAY SIX (Genesis 1:24-31). 
 1. God speaks animals of all kinds into being. 
 2. God then “formed” man from the dust of the ground. 
7. DAY SEVEN (Genesis 2:1-3) 
 1. God “rests” on the seventh day. 
 2. God “sanctifies this day” (see Nehemiah 9:14).
