Numbers 35:9-28 

INTRODUCTION: 
1. Defined: shelter or protection from danger or distress 
2. A place that provides shelter or protection 
3. Something to which one has recourse in difficulty 
4. We have all sought refuge from the cares and problems of this 
 life. 
5. The Bible speaks of refuge often. 
DISCUSSION: 
1.  CITIES OF REFUGE (Numbers 35:9-28). 
 1. Num. 35: 13, “ye shall give six cities shall ye have for refuge” 
 2. Num. 35:27-28, “And the revenger of blood find him without 
  the borders of the city of his refuge, and the revenger of  
  blood kill the slayer; he shall not be guilty of blood:  Because 
  he should have remained in the city of his refuge until the 
  death of the high priest.” 
 3. Abner died a foolish death for leaving the city (2 Sam. 3:33). 
2. REFUGE IN THE ARK (Genesis 6:1-22). 
 1. Gen. 6:5, “And GOD saw that the wickedness of man was  
  great in the earth, and that every imagination of the   
  thoughts of his heart was only evil continually.” 
 2. Gen. 6:14, “Make thee an ark of gopher wood...” 
 3. Gen. 6:22, “Thus did Noah; according to all that God   
  commanded him, so did he.” 
3. REFUGE IN THE HOUSE (Exodus 12:1-51). 
 1. Exodus 12:22. 
 2. Exodus 12:27. 
4. SAFETY IN THE CHRIST (Ephesians 1:3). 
 1. 1 Thessalonians 5:17.
