Zechariah 12
Look on the One they Pierced

INTRODUCTION:

1. We noticed two weeks ago that the nation of Israel would reject the
King which God sent and He would be sold for 30 pieces of silver.

2. In chapter 11, the nation had been turned over the worthless
shepherds because they had rejected the True Shepherd (11:12).
Beginning in chapter 12, God begins to denounce (burden) the
physical nation of Israel.

3. Even after they had rejected the True Shepherd; God promised to
restore, rebuild, and protect spiritual Israel, the church. This chapter
should also be considered with Joel 2:28-32.

DISCUSSION:

1. The Burden Concerning Israel (vs. 1-2)

1. Notice that this is a burden of the LORD Who stretched out the
heavens, laid the foundations, and formed the spirit of man within
him.

2. God promised that those who attacked His people would regret
this mistake.

2. On That Day, Our Strength Will Be Jehovah (3-5)

1. Notice the repeated use of the phrase, “in that day.” Zechariah
lays forth the punishment of those who fight against God’s people.

2. Inverse 4, in that day God will smite the war horses and their
riders with madness.

3. The faithful remnant would recognize that their strength is from
Jehovah.

3. On That Day, The Lord Will Give Salvation (6-9)

1. Continuing with the theme, in that day God will use Israel (the
faithful remnant) to devour the nations which come against them.

2. In doing this, God will glorify the house of David from those who
arrogantly rise up against Israel.

4. Look On the One They Pierced (10-14)

1. Notice that God promised to pour out the spirit of grace and
supplications.

2. For those who look upon the One Who was pierced in mourning,
God will bless; but those who look in derision will be punished
(John 19:37).
