A TALE OF TWO SISTERS 
Luke 10:38-42 

 
INTRODUCTION: 
1. Jesus has been traveling through the countryside with His 
 seventy disciples. Because His  fame was growing, His enemies 
 begin to question Him. 
2. Jesus was asked about inheriting eternal life. Jesus responded by 
 teaching us the story of the Good Samaritan. This story relates 
 the necessity of unselfishly serving others. 
3. Jesus stops in Bethany at Martha’s home. Martha’s sister was 
 Mary, and her brother was Lazarus(John 11). 
DISCUSSION: 
1. MARTHA BURDENED WITH SERVICE  (vs 38-40). 
 1. If the entire group is with Jesus, that means over seventy  
  people needed to be served. 
 2. We can sympathize with Martha because many things  
  needed to be done. 
 3. What an honor it must have been to honor Jesus in this  
  fashion. 
2. MARY LISTENS TO JESUS (vs 40-42). 
 1. This text does not say if Mary at first had helped Martha in 
  serving. 
 2. Mary sat at Jesus’ feet and listened to His teaching. 
3. MARTHA, MARTHA! 
 1. Jesus tenderly rebukes Martha for placing too much   
  emphasis on those things which do not matter in eternity. 
 2. We must be careful to not place too much emphasis on  
  matters which are not eternal. 
 3. Also, be careful that when someone corrects you for being 
  wrong you do not go to the other extreme. 
 4. Martha would continue to serve Jesus and others, but her 
  focus changed because of the teachings of Jesus (John 12:1-
  9).
