THERE IS ONLY ONE BAPTISM
Eph. 4:1-6
INTRODUCTION:
1. There have been at least seven baptisms spoken of by God through
His inspired Word.
2. The word “bapto” is “A primary verb; to whelm, that is, cover
wholly with a fluid....”
3. Of those seven baptisms, Paul has declared that today there is only
one baptism.
4. The question before us today is which of the seven baptisms is still
in existence.
DISCUSSION:
1. BAPTISM OF MOSES (1 Cor. 10:1-5).
1. This baptism clearly was unique to the children of Israel as
they fled from Egypt (Ex. 14:30-31).
2. Clearly, this is not the baptism of Eph. 4:5.
2. BAPTISM OF JOHN (Mark 1:1-5).
1. John’s baptism lasted only as long as John’s ministry.
2. Clearly, John’s baptism is not the one baptism.
3. BAPTISM OF JESUS BY JOHN (Mat. 3:13-17).
1. This baptism only applied to Jesus.
2. It cannot be the baptism Paul wrote about.
4. BAPTISM OF THE HOLY GHOST (Mat. 3:11-12).
1. Luke’s inspired commentary in Acts 1:1-8 tells us that this
baptism was for the apostles.
2. Luke as tells us that this happened with Cornelius.
3. Thus, Joel’s prophecy of God pouring out His Spirit on all
flesh was fulfilled. Both Jew and Gentile joined together in
the church (Eph. 2:11-18).
5. BAPTISM OF FIRE (Luke 3:15-17).
1. Inthe context this fire is clearly defined; it is the fires of hell.
2. ltis not the one baptism in Eph. 4:5.
6. BAPTISM OF SUFFERING (Mat. 20:20-23).
1. This verse refers to the unique suffering associated with
being an apostle.
2. Even though we suffer, it is not the same.
7. BAPTISM IN WATER (John 3:1-5).
