THE RAISING OF LAZARUS 
John 11:1-46 

 
INTRODUCTION: 
1. Lazarus was not the first to ever be raised from the dead. 
2. In the Old Testament a man was raised from the dead just from 
 touching the bones of Elisha (2 Kings 13:21). 
3. Jesus demonstrates clearly, not only that He has power over 
 diseases, but also power over death. 
DISCUSSION: 
1. I AM THE RESURRECTION  (v 25). 
 1. Jesus, by working this miracle proved His power over death. 
 2. His Own resurrection declared clearly His is the Son of God 
  with power (Romans 1:4)! 
 3. Believing in His resurrection is a critical part of the Gospel (1 
  Corinthians 15:3). 
 4. We can trust His word when He says there will be a day of 
  resurrection (John 5:28-29). 
2. I AM THE LIFE (v 25). 
 1. Where there is resurrection, there must be life (John 1:4). 
 2. Jesus brought eternal life (John 10:28). 
3. BELIEVEST THOU THIS (v 26)? 
 1. Jesus may have been testing Martha’s faith (John 8:24). 
 2. The confession of Martha falls in line with Nathanael’s  
  confession (John 1:49), the centurion’s confession Matthew 
  27:54), as well as Peter’s (Matthew 16:16). 
 3. This confession is for every one of us to make (Matthew  
  10:32). 
 4. In this confession, we are acknowledging our belief in the 
  coming resurrection of all the faithful of all ages (1   
  Corinthians 15:51-53).
