2. Perhaps satan’s greatest weapon is discouragement. 
3. The Lord wants people in the trenches. Monday morning 

quarterbacks have no place in the church. 
 
DISCUSSION: 
1. HOW THE DEVIL DISCOURAGES US. 
 1. You cannot do the work of God. 

2. God won’t. God won’t help me. God won’t forgive me. God 
won’t hear me. The God of the Bible is the God of doing. 

3. Nobody cares. This is why the Bible calls the devil the accuser 
of the brethren (Revelation 12:10). 

4. You don’t matter. Sadly, many young people believe this. It 
does not help when we make sweeping generalities. 

5. It is too late. God’s mercy is new every morning 
(Lamentations 3:21-24).

3. Barnabas was an encourager (Acts 11:21-22). His nickname 

was given because of his encouraging attitude (Acts 4:36). 
Interestingly, the word used to describe him is from the 
same word Jesus used to describe the Holy Spirit (John 
14:15).
