INTRODUCTION: 
1. Singing is one of the most common characteristics of mankind. 
2. Every civilization that exists now or has been uncovered, sang.

4. The children of Israel sang the song of Moses (Exodus 15:1-21).

 1.  God saved us even when we were without strength (Romans 
  5:6-11). 
 2.  Psalm 18:1-2. 
 3. I can do all things through Christ (Philippians 4:13). 
4. WE SING TO PRAISE GOD FOR HIS SALVATION. 
 1. Just as God graciously saved Israel, He has also through His 
  abundant grace saved us (Exodus 14:13,30; Ephesians 2:5-8). 
 2. It is because of this marvelous grace that we praise God for 
  His full salvation.
