SEVEN BEATITUDES OF REVELATION 
INTRODUCTION: 
1. Revelation 1:3 
2. We are familiar with the Beatitudes Jesus taught us in the 

Sermon on the Mount (Matthew 5:2-12). 
3. How many of us are familiar with the Beatitudes found in 

Revelation? 
DISCUSSION: 
1. BLESSED IS THEY THAT READ, AND THEY THAT HEAR (1:3). 
2. BLESSED ARE THE DEAD WHICH DIE IN THE LORD (14:13). 
3. BLESSED IS HE THAT WATCHETH (16:15). 
4. BLESSED ARE THEY WHICH ARE CALLED TO MARRIAGE SUPPER 

(19:9). 
5. BLESSED IS HE THAT HATH PART IN THE FIRST RESURRECTION 

(20:6). 
 1. What is the first resurrection? The beatitude mentioned is 

 only for the righteous who died in faithful service to the 
 LORD (2:10-13; 6:9-11; 12:11; 13:15; and 14:13). 

 2. Remember there are two judgments mentioned in this 
 chapter; the first is for the righteous who died for the cause 
 and second judgment is for the ungodly (20:14 and 21:8). 

 3. Those who experience the first resurrection are not harmed 
 by the second death (2:11; 20:6) while all who partake in the 
 second resurrection are raised to be judged by God and 
 experience the second death (20:14 and 21:8). 

6. BLESSED IS HE THAT KEEPETH THE SAYINGS OF THIS BOOK 
(22:7). 

 1. Jesus said He was coming quickly. Remember this is the 
 revealing about Jesus Christ (1:1). 

 2. The One who are blessed are the ones who keep His 
 commandments (1 John 5:3). 

7. BLESSED ARE THEY THAT DO HIS COMMANDMENTS (22:14). 
 1. Many today mock the idea of obeying God. It is what has 

 been called “cheap grace.” 
 2. In this book, one learns easily that God blesses the obedient 

 and punishes the wicked (14:13 and 22:18-19). 
 3. May we all be happy in obeying God’s Word!
