John 4:23-24 

 

INTRODUCTION: 
1. Worship is also one of the most common characteristics of 
 mankind. 
2. Every civilization that exists now or has been uncovered, 
 worshiped. 
3. It seems natural for people to worship. 
4. Jesus taught us about true worship (John 4:23-24). 
DISCUSSION: 
1. WHAT IS WORSHIP? 
 1. In the O.T., worship meant "to bow down, to bow down  
  before God, to worship, to pay adoration, even without  
  prostration."   
 2. In the N.T., worship means "to kiss toward, an act of homage 
  or reverence" (Psalm 2:1-12). 
2. WE WORSHIP GOD BECAUSE HE IS ABOVE EVERY “GOD.” 
 1. Psalm 95:1-11. 
 2. Acts 10:25-26. 
 3. Revelation 22:8-9.
