1. The times in Israel were dark. Josiah, the last righteous king of 

Israel had not yet found the book of law of God which would turn 
his heart fully unto the LORD (2 Kings 23:24-25).

3. Jeremiah once spoke of these things, except the lives of many in 
Judah had not changed (Jeremiah 8:20).  

4. Sadly, there comes a point where time and opportunities have 
passed, and there is no getting them back. 

 
DISCUSSION: 
1. GOD DEMANDS REPENTANCE. 

1. Godly sorrow is more than feeling sorry you were caught.  
2. 2 Corinthians 7:10; Matthew 26:69-75; Joel 2:12-13; and 

Jeremiah 36:22-24. 
3.  It should bother us that so many are unwilling to show a 

penitent attitude (Matthew 23:37; James 4:8-10).  
2. GOD DEMANDS URGENCY IN REPENTANCE. 

1. We should take advantage of the time that God has given 
(Ephesians 5:16; 2 Corinthians 6:2; James 4:13-17). 

2. We will eventually run out of time (Hebrews 9:27; 
Ecclesiastes 12:5-7).  

3. GOD DOES NOT ACCEPT EXCUSES.  
1. We must give up whatever is holding us (Hebrews 12:1-4).  
2. God has warned us (Hebrews 10:26-31; Luke 14:16-24).
