1. AN OPEN DOOR ( 1 Corinthians 16:9). 
 1. A “door” represents opportunity.  It is described as “great 

 and effectual.”  “Open” suggests its readiness. 
 2. Ephesus was tired of paganism.  Some believed the Gospel 

 (Ephesians 1:13).  All Asia heard (Acts 19:10).  They were 
 willing to burn their books (Acts 19:19). 

 3. We have a similar opportunity today.  People are growing 
 tired of counterfeit religions. 

2. THERE WILL BE ADVERSARIES.

  damnable (Matthew 7:21).   

  2.   Indifference (Revelation 3:16).   
  3.   Laziness (Hebrews 5:12).  
  4.   Worldliness (1 John 2:15-17). 
  5.   Stinginess (Acts 20:35). 
3. WHAT DO WE DO WITH ADVERSITY? 
 1. Preach God’s word (Acts 19:10). 
 2. God’s word is our sword (Ephesians 6:17). 
 3. We must fight the good fight (1 Timothy 6:12).
