  Thessalonians 4:17; 1 Corinthians 15:51-52). 
 5.  The universe will be destroyed (2 Peter 3:10-11). 
 6.  Then the righteous as well as the unrighteous will be judged 
  and separated (2 Corinthians 5:10; Matthew 25:31-33). 
 7.  The faithful will be granted an entrance into heaven   
  (Matthew 25:34). 
 8.  The unfaithful will then be cast into hell and punished  
  forever (Matthew 25:41; Revelation 20:15).
