CHRISTIANITY 101: WORSHIP 

(John 4:20-26) 

 

INTRODUCTION: 

1. Definition of Worship: in the Old Testament, worship meant "to bow 

 down, to bow down before God, to worship, to pay adoration, even

 without prostration." In the N.T., worship means "to kiss toward, an act 

 of homage or reverence." 

2.  Worship is a vital part of our existence (Ecclesiastes 12:13). 

DISCUSSION: 

1.  THE “ART” OF WORSHIP. 

 1. Worshiping God is an art. Webster’s defines art as, "Skill acquired 

  by experience, studying, or observation." 

 2.  Worship demands skill. Skill comes from study and experience 

  (John 4:24). 

 3.  Worshiping God requires knowledge (John 4:24). 

  1. Some have worshiped in vain (Matthew 15:8-9). 

  2. Some have been guilty of will-worship (Colossians 2:23). 

2.  THE ATTITUDE OF WORSHIP. 

 1. We must worship God sincerely and according to the truth (John 

  4:24). There is a difference between form and faith (Rom 10:17). 

 2. There is a difference between show and sincerity. Some want to be 

  seen of men; in giving (Matthew 6:1-4), in praying (Matthew 6:5-

  9). We must come to worship with sincere hearts (Psalm 51:16-17). 

 3. We must worship God spiritually considering God's majesty (Isaiah 

  6:1-4), understanding the sinfulness of man (Isaiah 6:5), and with a 

  sense of cleansing coming from God (Isaiah 6:6-7). 

 4. We must also enter worship knowing that God is preparing us to 

  serve (Isaiah 6:8-10). 

 5. We must worship God with enthusiasm: 

  1. Go gladly (Psalm 122:1), 

  2. Worship reverently (Psalm 95:6), 

  3. Pray earnestly (James 5:16), 

  4. Sing joyfully (Psalm 95:1-2), 

  5. Give freely (2 Corinthians 9:7), 

  6.  Listen attentively (James 1:19), 

  7. Worship in unity (Psalm 133:1-3), 

  8. Be at peace with one another (1 Thessalonians 5:13), 

  9. And finally, be doers of the Word (James 1:22).
