1.  THE RICH YOUNG RULER. 
 1. Mark 10:17-23. 
 2. This young man came running to Jesus (v 17). 
 3. He kneeled down in front of Jesus and asked, “What shall I 
  do that I may inherit eternal life?” 
 4. Jesus remined him of what the Law required, and he   
  responded, I have kept these from my youth. 
 5. Jesus told him there was something missing in his life. 
 6. Acts 20:35. 
2.  ANANIAS AND SAPPHIRA. 
 1. Acts 5:1-11. 
 2. We noticed last week, the giving of the church in the opening 
  days of the Kingdom (Acts 4:32-27). 
 3. Barnabas was an example for us to follow. 
 4. Not so with Ananias and Sapphira. 
3.  THE POOR WIDOW. 
 1. Mark 12:41-44 
 2. Jesus sat over against the “offering plate” observing “how” 
  people gave. 
 3. Those with much “threw” in much. 
 4. Jesus sees a widow give two mites (roughly a quarter today). 
 5. She was willing to give all (Luke 21:1-4). 
4. DAVID. 
 1. 2 Samuel 24:18-25. 
 2. David is commanded to build an altar by the prophet Gad. 
 3. Araunah offers to give David the animals for sacrifice. 
 4. David refuses and says I will not offer something to God  
  which costs me nothing (v 24).
