4. Eisegesis - the word eisegesis literally means “to lead into,”
which means the interpreter injects his own ideas into the
text, making it mean whatever he wants. Examples of
eisegesis: baptism can mean “sprinkling, pouring, or
immersing.” Being born of water means natural birth. Both
of these are eisegesis.
