THE LIFE OF JACOB 
Genesis 25:19-28 

INTRODUCTION: 
1. The life of Jacob is recorded in Genesis 25-49.  It can be divided 
 into four periods: 
 1.  The first period deals with his birth and life with his parents, 
  Isaac and Rebekah, in Canaan.  Jacob had a twin brother  
  name Esau.  The Edomites descended from Esau (Genesis 
  35:8-9). 
 2. Immediately it was evident there would be trouble in Isaac’s 
  life (Genesis 25:28). 
 3. Jacob took advantage of his brother in obtaining his   
  birthright, but Esau was not without blame (Genesis 25:34). 
 4. Later, Rebekah urged Jacob to deceive Isaac to receive the 
  blessing from his father Isaac (Genesis 27:1-9). 
2. The second period of Jacob’s life relates to his residence with 
 Laban in Syria: 
 1. Following this, Jacob’s parents encouraged him to leave  
  because of the anger of Esau (Genesis 27:41-28:5). 
 2. Jacob’s Ladder (Genesis 28:10-15). 
 3. Jacob meets Rachel and falls in love (Genesis 29:20). 
 4. Jacob served Laban for twenty years (Genesis 31:41). 
DISCUSSION: 
1. PARENTS ARE IMPORTANT. 
 1. Isaac loved Esau and Rebekah loved Jacob (Genesis 25:28). 
 2. Here we see the problems of parents showing favoritism. 
 3. We all understand this caused problems which still exist. 
2. YOU WILL REAP WHAT YOU SOW. 
 1. Galatians 6:7. 
 2. God told Rebekah the elder shall serve the younger (25:23). 
 3. Esau despised his birthright (Genesis 25:29-34). 
 4. Rebekah and Jacob decide not to wait for God to fulfill this 
  promise, they determine to “help” God along (Genesis  
  27:1ff). 
3. NEVER GIVE UP. 
 1. Jacob refused to give in; that is persistence (Genesis 28:12).
