INTRODUCTION: 
1. We have all marveled at the life of Joseph. 
2. The trials this man went through to become a great man of God 
 are truly amazing. 
3. God would ultimately bless Joseph with two sons, Manasseh and 
 Ephraim.   
4. Manasseh means God has made me forget all the toil and all my 
 father’s house. 
5. Ephraim means God caused me to be fruitful in the land of my 
 affliction. 
DISCUSSION: 
1. BEING FRUITFUL EVEN WHEN YOU ARE FORGOTTEN. 
 1. It seems that most people want to be remembered and  
  recognized for their contributions. 
 2. Joseph was forgotten by those he helped (Genesis 40). 
 3. Two long years later, the butler remembered what Joseph 
  had done (Genesis 41). 
2. BEING FRUITFUL IN THE PALACE. 
 1. Joseph is remembered and interprets Pharoah’s dream  
  (Genesis 41:1-362). 
 2. Joseph reveals a plan to save Egypt (41:33-36). 
 3. Pharoah elevates Joseph to his second in command (41:37-
  57). 
 4. Joseph’s brothers visit Egypt (42:1-48). 
 5. Benjamin is brought with them on the second visit (43-44). 
 6. Joseph reveals who he is to his brothers (45:1-28). 
 7. Jacob arrives safely in Egypt (46-47). 
 8. Jacob blesses Ephraim and Manasseh (48). 
 9. Jacob prophesies the futures of his sons (49). 
 10. Joseph commands his bones be carried to Israel (50). 
LESSONS LEARNED: 
1. Grow where you are planted. 
2. Prosper in unpleasant conditions (Philippians 4:11). 
3. Be willing to forgive others (Matthew 6:12-15). 
4. Never forget that God is in control (50:15-26).
