1.  BY BEARING FRUIT (John 15:8). 
 1. No doubt every child of God is commanded to bear fruit. 
 2. Fruit can be used in two senses.  There is the fruit of the Spirit  
  (Galatians 5:22-26). This fruit is born in the character of the  
  Christian. 
 3. There is also the fruit of producing other Christians; in other  
  words, as we teach and preach the Gospel, souls are added to the 
  church (Romans 1:13). 

2.  BY THE PROPER USE OF THE MOUTH (Romans 15:6). 
 1. God designed us with a mouth to be used to glorify Him  
  (Romans 15:6 and Psalm 19:14). 
 2. God also instructed on how to not use our mouths (James 3). 
3.  BY OUR DAILY LIVING (1 Corinthians 6:20). 
 1. Christianity is a daily walk (Luke 9:23).
