INTRODUCTION: 
1. To understand the life of John, we must first read the prophesies 
 concerning his life in the Old Testament. 
2. Isaiah 40:3-5. 
3. Malachi 3:1. 
4. Malachi 4:5-6. 
DISCUSSION: 
1. JOHN’S BIRTH. 
 1. The Old Testament ended with a prophesy about John’s birth 
  and mission. 
 2. Luke 1:5-17-25. 
 3. Luke 1:39-80. 
2. THE GREATNESS OF JOHN’S MISSION. 
 1. John came to bear witness of Jesus (John 1:6-9). 
 2. We also need to consider the demeanor of John (Matthew 
  3:1-12). 
 3. Interestingly, John was not endowed with the ability to work 
  miracles (John 10:41-42). 
 4. His mission (Matthew 3:1-6; Mark 1:4-5; Mark 1:7-12; John 
  29-34). 
 5. John proclaimed Jesus is the Son of God (John 1:34) 
3. JOHN’S DEATH. 
 1. Luke 3:19-20. 
 2. Herod the tetrarch (the word means ruler over ¼). 
 3. Herod, also called Antipas in history, is one of the sons of 
  Herod the Great, who killed the children of Bethlehem,  
  married his brother’s wife (Philip) in violation of God’s Law. 
 4. He murdered John because of his condemning his sins  
  (Matthew 14:1-12). 
4. JESUS’ WORDS ABOUT JOHN. 
 1. Matthew 11:1-15. 
 2. Jesus said John was greater than any person born prior to 
  this time (Matthew 11:11). 
 3. But John was not in the kingdom because the kingdom had 
  not been built at this time.
