JESUS TEACHING NICODEMUS 
John 3:1-21 

INTRODUCTION: 
1. We often hear people talking about being “born again.” 
2. Jesus taught a person must be born again or they cannot “see” 
 the kingdom of God. The word “see” is sometimes translated as 
 the word “know.” 
3. We cannot know the kingdom of God unless we are born again. 
DISCUSSION: 
1. THE NECESSITY OF THE NEW BIRTH. 
 1. John 3:1-3. 
 2. Because to be in the kingdom is to be saved from the powers 
  of darkness, (Colossians 1:13). This salvation requires a  
   new birth, or a regeneration, as Paul wrote in Titus 3:5.  
 3. If you desire to be saved from your sins; you must be born 
  again! 
2. THE NATURE OF THE NEW BIRTH. 
 1. What was Jesus talking about when He said you must be  
  born again? 
 2. Nicodemus thought Jesus was talking about a natural birth 
  (John 3:4-5). 
 3. However, the text is clear, Jesus is not talking about two  
  different births. 
 4. Jesus said, “Except a man be born of water and of the Spirit, 
  he cannot enter into the kingdom of God” (John 3:5). 
 5. Notice the word “and” Jesus is teaching the new birth occurs 
  when a person is baptized in water through the Holy Spirit 
  (Colossians 2:12-13, and 1 Corinthians 12:13). 
3. THE NEW BIRTH INVOLVES THE WORD OF GOD. 
 1. 1 Peter 1:22-25. 
 2. Acts 2:36-39. 
4. THE EVIDENCE OF THE NEW BIRTH. 
 1. John 3:6-8. 
 2. As we walk in the spirit, we become more spiritual (Romans 
  8:1-2). 
5. THE BASIS OF THE NEW BIRTH. 
 1. John 3:14-18. 
 2. The sacrifice of the Gift. Jesus dying on the cross.
