SURVIVING THE SUDDEN STORMS OF LIFE 

INTRODUCTION: 
1. Mark 4:35-41. 
2. The Sea of Galilee is a sparkling jewel in the northern part of 
Israel. It is not large, but because of the geography of the land; it can 
have very sudden, violent storms. 
DISCUSSION: 
1. BEING A CHRISTIAN IS NO GUARANTEE AGAINST STORMS. 
 1. We are reminded that although Jesus is on the boat, it is no 
  guarantee against the sudden—in this case, a sudden storm 
  (v. 37).  
 2. Joseph went to prison. Job lost everything but his life.   
  Jeremiah was put in prison. Paul had a thorn in the flesh. 
2. IT MAY APPEAR GOD IS NOT DOING ANYTHING. 
 1. We might think that God isn’t doing anything when He is.  
  Think of the other little ships; what was going on in their  
  minds.  It may appear to us God is asleep. 
 2. In life, things come at us that we cannot control.  
3. FEAR CAN REPLACE FAITH. 
 1. If we are not careful, fear can replace faith.  
 2. "For God hath not given us the spirit of fear; but of power, 
  and of love, and of a sound mind (2 Tim. 1:7). 
4. JESUS HEARS OUR CRIES. 
 1. Isa. 59:1. 
 2. Romans 8:33-34. 
5. SUDDEN STORMS SHOULD TURN US TO JESUS. 
 1. Mark 4:38. 
 2. Some tend to turn away from and blame God.  
6. STORMS DO NOT LAST FOREVER. 
 1. 2 Corinthians 4:7-18. 
 2. Even though the minutes seem to become hours during this 
  time, God is still there. 
7. GOD IS IN CONTROL. 
 1. That boat could not sink because God's plan for the world 
  was on it.  
 2. Song: "No water can swallow the ship where lies, the master 
  of heaven, and earth, and skies." (Mary A. Baker, "Peace Be 
  Still," 1941)
