THE FALL OF JERICHO 
Joshua 5:13-6:27 

INTRODUCTION: 
1. The children of Israel have been wandering in the wilderness for 
 40 years. They are on the verge of entering the Promised Land. 
2. Moses has just died and now Joshua has been chosen by God to 
 lead the children of Israel in the conquest of Canaan. 
3. Apparently, Joshua goes to look at the first city they are going to 
 conquer. He meets a “man … with his sword drawn”. Joshua asks 
 if he is for us or for our adversaries. The man informs him, “Nay; 
 but as the captain of the host of the LORD (Jehovah) am I now 
 come.”  
DISCUSSION: 
1. THE CITY WAS A “GIFT” FROM GOD. 
 1. Joshua 6:2, “…See, I have given into thine hand Jericho….” 
 2. Our salvation is also a “gift” from God (Ephesians 2:8).
