TEACH US TO NUMBER OUR DAYS 
Psalm 90:1-17 

INTRODUCITON: 
1. Moses is the writer of this psalm, so David compiled it in his book 
 of the psalms.  It is labeled as a prayer of Moses. 
2. The author is of course God. 
3. It was most likely written just prior to Moses’ death and Joshua’s 
 leading the nation of Israel into the Promised Land. 
1. GOD IS INFINITE (Psalm 90:1-8)  
 1. God is eternal (vs. 1-4).  
 2. God is in control; Moses uses the word “Adonai” for God  
  recognizing control (vs. 1). He created everything. 
 3. Job 38:4-7, 12, 16-18. 
 4. God was not created (vs 3-4). 
 5. Death does not discriminate (v. 5-6). 
 6. God’s punishment is just (vs. 7-8).  He judges accurately. 
2. HUMANS ARE FINITE (vs. 9-11)  
 1. Finite means there are limitations; God has no limits; we  
 have many limits. 
 2. We are limited by (Psalm 90:9) 
 3. 70 – 80 years is not long (Psalm 90:10). 
 4. We should reverence God since life is short (Psalm 90:11). 
3. SO TEACH US TO NUMBER OUR DAYS (Psalm 90:12-17).  
 1. Teach us because we have limited knowledge. 
 2. Help us to know that despite circumstances this day still  
  matters because of who God is and the limit on our days  
 3. God is in control of each day and each day matters because it 
  is a day God has provided for us. 
 4. Help us to look forward to Christ’s return (vs. 13). 
 5. Satisfy us with the things of today (Matthew 4:4). 
 6. Help us to know Your love is steadfast (vs. 14). 
 7. Help us to know happiness (vs. 15) 
 8. Help us to know Your works in our lives (vs. 16  
 9. Help us to know what we may accomplish despite our  
  circumstances (vs 17).
